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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Sonia M. Johnny, Permanent Representative of Saint Lucia to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting began at 2:50 p.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1987/14)

The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-1987/14, without amendments.
2. Election of two members to the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Fund 

The Permanent Council elected to the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund the following Member States: Saint Vincent, represented by Ambassador La Celia A. Prince and the Grenadines, and Paraguay, represented by Ambassador Elisa Ruiz Díaz Bareiro.

The delegations thanked the Permanent Representative of Antigua and Barbuda for her sterling performance as Chair of the Rowe Fund Committee.
3. Consideration of the draft resolution of the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly


The Draft Resolution was presented by Ambassador José María Argueta, Permanent Representative of Guatemala and Chair of the Working Group. The Permanent Council approved the draft resolution and agreed to send it on to the General Assembly for its consideration at its forty-sixth special session. The draft resolution sent to the General Assembly includes two footnotes - one by Nicaragua and another by Ecuador - and one paragraph ad referendum of the Delegation of Peru.
4. Other business

The delegations congratulated Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, and Nicaragua, all of which are celebrating their independence today. They also congratulated Mexico, Chile, Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Belize, which will all be celebrating their independence in the next few days.
