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The special meeting was chaired by the Chari of the Permanent Council, Ambassador La Celia A. Prince, Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines to the OAS.  The meeting began at 11:10 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, the United States and Uruguay.

1. Encounter of Two Worlds
The Chair addressed the Permanent Council and mentioned among other thins that in the year 1492; the occasion was the awakening of the knowledge of the Europeans to the existence of the sophisticated and long-flourishing civilizations of the Americas--the Arawak, Aztec, Carib, Chicha, Guarani, Inca, Maya, Zapoteca, and other societies.  That day, October 12, 1492, two worlds met forever changing the way of life for both those of the old and new worlds as they came to be known. It was here, where Europe met America, that we began a joint history, inexorably bound, and bringing about a fusion and the eventual transformation of our entire planet.

The Permanent Observer of Spain to the OAS, spoke about the important links between Spain and the Americas. Highlighting the importance of Spanish language which is second most spoken language and is today a language of the Americas much more than european. Also pointing out how even the culture must be understood together with writers from both continents living in the opposite continents and enriching the culture and language. He also pointed out how Spain and the Americas are systems both inspired by the same values of freedom, democracy and human rights. He also pointed out the compromise Spain, as Permanent Observer has to the OAS and with the Americas. 
The delegations of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Trinidad and Tobago, United States and Uruguay; as well as the Permanent Observer of Italy recognized the importance of this day for all their nations.
