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CP/ACTA 1992/14


The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador La Celia A. Prince, Chair of the Council and Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines to the Organization of American States (OAS). The meeting was called to order at 10:25 a.m.


The regulatory quorum was met with the presence of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

Before commencing the meeting, the Chair of the Council congratulated the people of Brazil on the presidential elections they had held on October 26. The Chair also extended her condolences to the people of the Dominican Republic for the death of their former Vice President and Foreign Minister, Mr. Carlos Morales Troncoso.

1. Adoption of the order of business
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, document CP/OD-1992/14, without modifications. 

2. Consideration of General Assembly draft resolution “Program-Budget of the Organization for 2015-2016” (CP/CAAP-3331/14)

Ambassador Juan Pablo Lira Bianchi, Chair of the CAAP and Permanent Representative of Chile, presented the draft resolution “Program-Budget of the Organization for 2015-2016,” CP/CAAP-3331/14. He reported that the delegation of Uruguay had lifted its ad referendum from paragraph II.A.10.b and that, following informal negotiations held in the meeting room, consensus had been reached on the draft resolution with the elimination of transitory provisions (b) and (d) of Article 20 bis of document CP/CAAP-3330/14, “Chapter III (Personnel) of the General Standards.”
The Council approved the draft resolution with the modifications indicated by Ambassador Bianchi and referred it to the General Assembly for consideration at its forty-eighth special session.

The draft resolution referred to the General Assembly for consideration was published as document AG/doc.5 (XLVIII-E/14) and Chapter III (Personnel) of the General Standards was distributed as document CP/doc.5081/14.

3. Installation of the Style Committee for the forty-eighth special session of the General Assembly

The Council installed the Style Committee of the forty-eighth special session of the General Assembly, with the following composition for each language:

· Portuguese:  Brazil 

· French:  Canada
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Spanish:  Chile

· English:  United States

4. Other business

The delegations congratulated Saint Vincent and the Grenadines on its commemoration of 35 years of independence.


The delegations extended their condolences to the Dominican Republic for the loss of Foreign Minister Carlos Morales Troncoso and designer Oscar de la Renta. They also expressed their condolences to Guyana on the death of Navin Chandarpal, former Minister of Agriculture, Lands, and Fisheries of Guyana.


At the same time, the delegations extended their sincere congratulations to Brazil and Uruguay for the democratic exercises they had carried out during October, resulting in the election of Dilma Rousseff as President of Brazil and of Tabaré Vázquez as President of Uruguay.
