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The regular meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador La Celia A. Prince, Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines to the OAS.  The meeting began at 10:16 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

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1. Adoption of the order of business (CP/OD-1994/14)
The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-1994/14, without amendments.

2. Farewell for Ambassador Carmen Lomellin, Permanent Representative of the United States of America to the OAS


The Permanent Council gave its farewell to Ambassador Carmen Lomellin, Permanent Representative of the United States.

The delegations of Argentina, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Dominican, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, Uruguay, Venezuela, as well as the Assistant Secretary General Ramdin, and the Permanent Observer of France (on behalf of the Permanent Observers of Italy and Spain), recognized the contributions made by Ambassador Lomellin to the Organization and wished her all the very best.
3. Report of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities concerning the applications from sixteen civil society organizations to be listed in the OAS registry and to participate in the activities of the Organization (CP/CISC-749/14).
The Permanent Representative of Colombia, Ambassador Andres González, as Vice Chair of the Committee on the Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC), presented the Report of the Commission concerning the applications from sixteen civil society organizations to be listed in the OAS registry and to participate in the activities of the Organization (CP/CISC-749/14).

The Permanent Council considered the report presented by Ambassador González and approved that the sixteen civil societies be registered with the OAS, as recommended by the CISC.
4. Proposed distribution of mandates assigned by the General Assembly at its forty-sixth; forty-seventh and forty-eighth special sessions (CP/doc.5082/14)
In pursuance of article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council, the Council considered and approved the proposed distributions of mandates assigned by the General Assembly at its forty-sixth, forty-seventh; and forty-eight special sessions. 
The distribution of mandates approved by the Permanent Council was published as document CP/doc.5082/14 rev. 1.
5. Other business
The representantive of Guyana informed about the Fiftieth Lecture of the Americas to be held on Friday, November 14, 2014 at 9:30 a.m.; in which the memoirs of Sir Shridath Ramphal titled “Glimpses of a Global Life” will be launched.

The Permanent representative of Saint Lucia expressed the gratitude and appreciation by the Government of Saint Lucia to the Department of International Law, of the Secretariat of Legal Affairs for the successful outcome of the Fourth High Level Meeting on the Role of the Judiciary in International Commercial Arbitration held in Saint Lucia on October 23 and 24 of 2014. She also thanked the Government of Canada which made this event possible.
The Permanent Representative of Ecuador expressed their goverments consternation for the dissaparences of forty-three students in Iguala, State of Guerrero, in Mexico. Additionnally, he mentioned that it is in their interest to get first hand information from the Permanent Representative of Mexico on that situation.
The Permanent Representative of Bolivia informed that President Evo Morales manifested its solidarity with the relatives of the missing students. He would also like to adhere to the proposition presented by the Permanent Representative of Ecuador. 

The Permanent Representative of Argentina adheres itself to what has been expressed by the Permanent Representatives of Ecuador and Bolivia in its wishes to have the opportunity to hear from Ambassador Rabasa and the InterAmerican Commission of Human Rights a report regarding this situation. 
The Alternate Representantive of Mexico thanked the delegations of Ecuador, Bolivia, Argentina and all other delegations who have expressed their concern and solidarity regarding the tragic events occurred in Iguala. She also refered to the agreement of mutual cooperation signed by the Government of Mexico and the InterAmerican Commission of Human Rights regarding the dissapeared students of the Normal Rural Raúl Isidro Burgos School of Ayotzinapa, Guerrero. 
Additionally, she mentioned that they will provide information regarding the advances on the cooperation with the InterAmerican Commission of Human Rights.
The Permanent Representative of Dominican Republic wished to reiterate its countries invitation to the Lecture of the Americas titled “The OAS, Democracy and Human Rights”, tomorrow Thursday, November 13, 2014 at 9:30 am which will be given by the ex-President Leonel Fernández.
The representative of the Permanent Observer of Spain wished to remind that on Monday, November 10, 2014, it was inagurated in the Museum of the Americas an exposition regarding the victims of terrorism; which consists of twentyfive photographs with texts that are written by great Iberoamerican writers.
