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The special meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by Ambassador Bayney R. Karran Permanent Representative of Guyana to the Organization of American States (OAS).  The meeting began at 11:00 a.m.

The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.
