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Record of the Special meeting held on January 15, 2015

The special meeting of the Permanent Council was chaired by the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Niermala Badrising, Permanent Representative of Suriname to the OAS.  The meeting began at 12:30 p.m.


The statutory quorum was established with the attendance of the representatives of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

Before beginning consideration of the matters listed on the order of business, the Chair expressed her solidarity and condolences to the people of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and the families of the victims of a tragic accident that took place in Rock Gutter in the past days.

The Permanent Council adopted the order of business, CP/OD-2002/15, without amendments.

3. Draft Declaration on the terrorist attack in France CP/doc.5090/15 rev.1

The Chair condemned the tragic attacks that took place in Paris, on January 7 and 8, characterizing them as threats to the basic Human Rights promoted by democratic societies, and pledging support to the people of France at such a difficult time.

Ambassador José María Argueta, Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the OAS, presented the draft declaration on the terrorist attack in France; highlighting that the terrorist attacks committed in France, against the magazine Charlie Hebdo, and the hostage situation in the supermarket Hyper Cacher, constituted an unacceptable and deplorable act, emphatically rejected and condemned by the peoples of the Americas.

The sentiment was shared with strong interventions by the representatives of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, the Bahamas, The United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela; as well as the Permanent Observers of Italy, France and Spain.


The Permanent Council approved the draft declaration and toke note of the interventions, statements and comments presented by the different delegations on the issue.

The declaration approved by the Permanent Council was published as document CP/DEC. 59 (2001/15).
