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Executive Summary



The Inter-American Defense Board (IADB), in order to contribute to the fulfillment of the OAS Charter, provides advice to the OAS programs, promotes peace and security in the Hemisphere, fosters trust among the parties through ties of military cooperation, strengthens civilian-military relations, and oversees the higher-level academic program on security and defense studies at the Inter-American Defense College.

Since March 2006, when the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) became an integral part of the Organization of American States (OAS), it has focused all its efforts on the reform of its internal structures to adapt them to the provisions of the new Statutes and to work in accordance with the democratic principles ruling the OAS. A transition period of one year was established for the election of the IADB authorities, a process formerly based on the principle of rotation of IADB members in alphabetical order.    

With this new approach and the support received from Mr. José Miguel Insulza, Secretary General of the OAS, in 2007 the IADB devoted itself to fulfilling the roles granted in the Statutes, developing its Rules of Procedure, and analyzing the Resolutions of the General Assembly, in order to identify new tasks and opportunities for work and participation to comply with the roles assigned by those Resolutions. In addition, the IADB is developing its Strategic Plan (Annex), which defines the general and specific objectives that will be used to prepare and implement the Work Plan of the different IADB offices. 

The Council of Delegates approved the objectives set by the Committee on Goals and Objectives for the period 2008-2016. The Chair of the Council of Delegates participated as a guest in various Hemispheric security-related events.  Likewise, the Chair was visited by, and made several visits to, important defense and security personalities in the American Continent. 

In 2007, the IADB continued to monitor humanitarian demining activities in fulfillment of Resolutions AG/RES No. 2261 and No. 2269 (XXXVII-O/07), held doctrinal meetings with the heads of the IADB Demining Assistance Missions (MARMINCA, MARMINAS and the Grupo de Monitores Interamericanos de Colombia), updated the Humanitarian Demining Procedures Manual, provided technical assistance to the AICMA/OAS Program, trained personnel from Colombia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, and Peru, conducted several oversight visits, and made contacts with the International Centre for Humanitarian Demining, headquartered in Geneva. 

In matters related to Confidence and Security-Building Measures (CSBM), the IADB prepared a defense policy and doctrine paper (White Paper) to contribute to the development of these measures. Likewise, the IADB continued to receive and analyze the CSBM adopted by Member States in 2006 to prepare an inventory in accordance with the mandates of AG/RES. No. 2246 (XXXVI-O/06) and AG/RES No. 2270 (XXXVII-O/07).

On March 8 a presentation was made on the dangers of the Man-Portable Air Defense Systems  (MANPADS) for commercial aviation, before the Council on Hemisphere Security. In addition, the destruction of war explosives and ammunition in Nicaragua, within the AICMA Program, began in March and was completed in August.

In budget matters, the IADB has been working under extremely difficult circumstances to meet the various needs created by its different activities. Also, there is a shortage of staff to carry out several functions. 

The Inter-American Defense College has been confirmed as an academic institution of great value for the development of civilian-military relations and the dissemination of democratic values. This has increased the number of students, both in its regular programs and in the master’s and distance courses.  

The prevailing intent of the IADB authorities and officers is to continue to offer technical, consultative, and educational advice on military and defense issues to the General Assembly, the Council of Delegates, and the Member Countries that request it, and to develop proactive initiatives in different forums, seminars, meetings, conferences, and private gatherings related to our roles and tasks.

Introduction


This Annual Report is published in agreement with the provisions of Article 91, Line F, of the Organization of American States (OAS) Charter, and Article 11, Line K of the IADB Statutes.  The report contents have been prepared in accordance with the guidelines established by the OAS General Assembly in its Resolution AG/RES. 1452 (XXVII-0/97) for the preparation of annual reports of the activities of its bodies, agencies, and entities. 


The report covers the period January-December, 2007.

IADB origin and present status

2.1 - Nature

2.1.1
The Inter-American Defense Board (“IADB”) is an entity of the Organization of American States (“OAS”) established under the last paragraph of Article 53 of the OAS Charter. IADB Statutes, Art. 1.1)
2.1.2
The IADB enjoys technical autonomy in carrying out the purpose and functions contained in these Statutes, taking into account the mandates of the OAS General Assembly, the OAS Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs (“Meeting of Consultation”), and the OAS Permanent Council, within their respective areas of competence. ( IADB Statutes, Art. !.2)
2.1.3
The IADB embodies in its structure and its operations the principles of civilian oversight and the subordination of military institutions to civilian authority, in keeping with Article 4 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, as well as the principle of democratic formation of its authorities, to assure consistency with the democratic values of its member states and their participation on an equal basis. (IADB Statutes, Art. 1.3)

2.2 - Purpose
2.2.1- The purpose of the IADB is to provide the OAS and its member states with technical and educational advice and consultancy services on matters related to military and defense issues in the Hemisphere in order to contribute to the fulfillment of the OAS Charter.(IADB Statutes, Art 2.1)
2.2.2- In carrying out its purpose, the IADB shall take into account the needs of the smaller states, whose level of vulnerability is greater in the face of traditional threats and of new threats, concerns, and other challenges.(IADB Statutes, Art 2.2)


2.2.3- The IADB tasks are mandated in the Resolutions and directives of the OAS General Assembly and the Consultative Meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, and are applicable to all its constitutive bodies. 

2.3 - Functions
2.3.1- The IADB shall have the following specific functions:
a.
To provide technical and educational advice and consultancy services on matters related to military and defense issues to:
i. The OAS organs and the dependencies of the General Secretariat, upon their request; and (IADB Statutes, Art. 3a (i))
ii. The OAS member states upon their request, informing the OAS Permanent Council beforehand, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, of the content of the request and reporting subsequently to the said Committee on the results of the assistance provided by the IADB; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3a (ii))
b.
To offer to military officers and civilian officials from the OAS member states, through its Inter-American Defense College in Washington, D.C., advanced academic courses on matters related to military and defense issues, the inter-American system, and related disciplines; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3b)
c.
To promote interaction and cooperation between and among ranking civilian officials and military officers from the OAS member states on matters related to military and defense issues; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3c)
d.
To provide OAS member states with technical advisory services on comprehensive mine action in the Hemisphere, including cooperation with the OAS General Secretariat; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3d) 

e.
To provide OAS member states with technical advisory services in the management, security, and destruction of weapon stockpiles; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3e)
f.
To provide OAS member states with technical advisory services in developing national defense doctrine and policy papers (“White Papers”); (IADB Statutes, Art. 3f)
g.
To provide OAS member states with technical advisory services in developing other studies and papers on matters within the competence of the IADB; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3g)
h.
To provide OAS member states with technical advisory services in the development of transparency measures and confidence- and security-building measures; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3h)
i.
To maintain, for the OAS, updated inventories of confidence- and security-building measures both in the Hemisphere and in other regions, as well as an electronic database of the information contained in those inventories; and to prepare, when requested, studies on such measures and draft guidelines for the standardized presentation of reports on the application of such measures by member states; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3i)
j.
To promote interaction and cooperation with other regional and global organizations of a similar nature related to technical aspects of military and defense issues; (IADB Statutes, Art. 3j)

k.
To provide OAS member states with technical advice and consultancy services for relief and humanitarian assistance in the case of disasters; and(IADB Statutes, Art. 3k)
l.
To provide OAS member states with technical advice and consultancy services for search and rescue. (IADB Statutes, Art. 3l)

IADB


The IADB organized a meeting on “MULTILATERAL COOPERATION: NEW DEFENSE CHALLENGES FACED BY THE AMERICAN STATES IN THE 21ST CENTURY” which confirmed some perceptions observed in our organization, such as gathering of ideas and suggestions of activities that may be developed by the Board. The following topics were presented:

Security and defense in the 21st century

Impacts of the new threats in the Hemisphere

Natural disasters 

Peacekeeping operations 


Likewise, a workshop was held with the purpose of developing an IADB STRATEGIC PLAN. The work objectives were as follows:

To identify strengths and weaknesses, new topics, possibilities and opportunities within the framework of the new Statutes and to present a proposal that might be used as a benchmark for the IADB as an institution and for its Members. 

On December 11, 2007, a meeting of experts on natural disasters simulation was held with the purpose of exploring possibilities for cooperation using a computational tool to train Member States organizations participating in the planning and implementation phases related to a natural disaster. The meeting concluded that there is a system that allows to define the issues previously discussed, and that the IADB could be an adequate organization to promote this initiative. Agreement was reached about holding other meetings to foster discussions of this topic.

Council of Delegates

In accordance with the provisions of the new Statutes, the Council of Delegates approved the new IADB Rules of Procedure.

The Rules of Procedure were finally approved in a regular meeting of the Council of Delegates in June 2007. The transition period (March 15, 2006-June 14, 2007) ended at that time.

Within the framework of the electoral processes, Rear Admiral Elis Treidler Öberg (Brazil) was elected Chair of the IADB Council of Delegates in September 2006 for the period July 1, 2007- June 30, 2008, and re-elected in October 2007 for the period July 1, 2008-June 30, 2009. In the same meeting, Brigadier General Carlos Alberto VILLAGRÁN de León (Guatemala) was elected Vice Chair for the period April 1, 2007-March 31, 2008, and re-elected in October, 2007 for the period April 1-November 30, 2008.

Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services

The following were the most important activities carried out by the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services in 2007:

6.3.1.1
Humanitarian Demining

1)
A doctrinal meeting, with the participation of the three heads of the IADB Demining Assistance Missions (MARMINCA, MARMINAS and Grupo de Monitores Interamericanos de Colombia), as well as representatives of the other organizations involved in humanitarian demining activities.
2) 
Update of the IADB Humanitarian Demining Procedures Manual. This Manual, published in English and Spanish, was sent to all the IADB Delegations and to the AICMA/OAS Program Office. 
3)
Monitoring of activities to provide technical assistance to the AICMA/OAS Program in order to guarantee that the work undertaken by national sapper units complies with humanitarian demining international guidelines.
4) 
Training of staff from Colombia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, and Peru to work in humanitarian demining activities.
5) 
Supervisory visits by the IADB Advisors to the three Demining Assistance Missions. On those occasions, contact was established with the local AICMA Program staff as well as with national humanitarian demining authorities.

Contacts with the International Centre for Humanitarian Demining in Geneva (GICHD).

6.3.1.2
Confidence and Security-Building Measures (CSBM)

1) 
The CSBM have emerged as a need among nations to reduce existing international tensions, and promote international peace, and as an essential factor in building a scenario that assures stable relations among countries and facilitates cooperation in matters of security to the widest extent possible. 
2) 
The IADB prepared a Policy and Defense Doctrine document (White Paper) to portray an overview of the present situation related to the development of this type of work by the Member States. This document will be presented to the OAS General Secretariat, together with the CSBM inventory. 
3) 
The IADB considers that the development of its daily work with the military of various countries of the Hemisphere is one of the most effective measures of trust existing in the Americas. 

6.3.1.3
Multidimensional Issues

1) As previously agreed with the OAS Secretary General, on the topic of Man-Portable Air Defense Systems known as MANPADS, on March 8, 2007, the IADB Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services made a presentation before the Council on Hemispheric Security on inventory management and arsenal control to inform the Committee about the dangerous threat posed by this type of weapon. 
2) Regarding ammunition destruction, the IADB supports the AICMA Program within its new field of action in the Pilot Project on “Explosive remnants of war and ammunition disposal". Destruction work in Nicaragua began in March 2007 and ended in August 2007, and the objective was attained. Within the framework of this initiative, conversations have begun with the Ministry of Defense of Ecuador and the AICMA/OAS Program, in order to prepare a destruction plan in that country. 

6.3.2
Sub-Secretariat  for Administrative and Conference Services

During calendar year 2007, the Inter-American Defense Board requested the amount of $1,710,550 for its operating budget, from the Organization of American States. The OAS granted $1,436,200 as a subsidy from its Regular Fund. The latter amount did not include an adjustment for inflation, a civilian salary increase, or new initiatives funding. According to the Organization, operational fixed costs amount to $1,5 million.  
Likewise, as part of the IADB´s current needs in its new status as an OAS agency, a letter was sent to the OAS requesting that repair costs of the building located on 16th Street, “Casa del Soldado” be included in the budget. The lack of funds for infrastructure maintenance has forced the IADB to reduce these costs to a minimum. Therefore, only fixed costs will be considered. In addition, the administration lacks resources for any improvement or contingency in this regard. 
The IADB received $343,000 from Member States. This amount was used to cover IADC expenses and initiatives, mainly for the master’s program in Hemispheric security and translation.
Because of this situation and the shortage of staff, it was extremely difficult to fulfill the OAS established mandates in matters pertaining to civilian staff. The organization has only seven civilians who are part of its institutional memory because of the number of years they have worked at the IADB. Likewise, this shortage of staff is also affected by the nature of the Organization and the fact that there is an annual turnover of two-thirds of their military personnel. Work continuity is difficult to accomplish under these circumstances. Likewise, travel resources shortages hinder many activities necessary for work continuity and requiring staff participation. The most affected sectors were the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services and the Office of the Chair. 

6.4
Inter-American Defense College

As part of the IADB electoral process, Rear Admiral Moira N. FLANDERS (USA) was elected Director of the Inter-American Defense College (IADC) in September, 2007. She took office on November 5, 2007, with a 2-year mandate and possibilities of re-election for another 2 years. 

At present, the IADC has been confirmed as an academic institution of great value for the development of civilian-military relations and the dissemination of democratic values. Class 47 (2007/2008) comprises 54 students from 16 countries, 9 of them civilians, 4 National Policy Departments Senior Officers, and 41 military. This indicates a wider participation of civilians and security officers.  

A higher student participation in optional Master’s Programs is a relevant aspect of the IADC work. To date, 37 graduates have obtained a Master’s Degree in International Service from American University, and 115 a Master’s Degree in Defense and Hemispheric Security from the University of El Salvador, Argentina, including civilian and military personnel working in diplomatic missions to the OAS and delegations to the IADB. 
Regarding distance learning, two new courses on Inter-Agency Processes and National Security Strategy were introduced. These are additions to the existing courses on the Inter-American System and Crisis Management and Conflict Resolution. In 2007, some 600 participants completed the distance courses previously mentioned.  
In 2008, Class 47 will visit Chile and Peru within the program of study trips to Latin America. 
The Crisis Management Exercise held annually allowed to practice the theoretical aspects learned during the school year, and placed students in the roles of Ambassadors, Presidents, and Ministers of Defense, among others. They exercised their roles during a probable crisis of reasonable occurrence in the Inter-American system. Undoubtedly, playing these roles within the OAS model in a fictitious future crisis is an excellent experience for the students.  
Finally, during the period covered by this report, the IADC students´ academic products centered on group committee work related to an evaluation of Hemispheric security and defense, and to academic research contained in Annexes 1 and 2. This work incorporates both individual and professional points of view.

7.
Conclusions

Beyond the traditional topics of humanitarian demining and Confidence and Security-Building Measures, the IADB has also been involved in matters related to military spending control and transparency, and the destruction of arsenals of weapons and ammunition. These investigations and analysis are provided by a team of IADB expert officers from different countries of the Hemisphere, with great knowledge and professional experience. The team is readily available to cooperate with the OAS and Member States to provide any necessary assistance within the framework of the IADB Statutes.

In the educational area, the IADC has been confirmed as an academic institution of great value for the development of civilian-military relations and the dissemination of democratic values. Its evolution has been closely followed by high-ranking national dignitaries and by other institutes of higher learning and war colleges in the Hemisphere. This has been clearly manifested by the visits made to the College by authorities and delegations of similar institutions from the Hemisphere. 

The incorporation of Spain and the Popular Republic of China as Permanent Observers in the IADB, in addition to illustrious visits by senior officers from the Ministries of Defense of Spain and Nicaragua, underscore the importance of the role that the IADB may play in the Hemisphere. Haiti, which marks the first country to be re-incorporated to the IADB after a long absence, is also testimony that the IADB can contribute to the cause of democracy and governance in the Continent.

The IADB, with its new identity at the service of the OAS, as an integral part of the OAS and with support from its authorities, is making every effort within the framework of its Statutes to comply with the role of technical, consultative, and educational advice within the Hemispheric and regional contexts.
