The informative presentation of the Minister of Foreign Affairs , H.E. Duly Brutus to the Permanent Council on the current political situation of Haiti and the commitment of the Haitian authorities to hold those elections this year;
DECLARES:


Its support for the legitimate Haitian authorities and all stakeholders in their commitment to hold free, fair and inclusive elections as soon as possible in accordance with the constitutional provisions for the renewal of the democratic institutions.
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
