THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
MINDFUL that the General Assembly, by resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14) adopted at its forty-fourth regular session, decided to convene the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA V) and the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management; 
RECALLING that the aforesaid resolution instructed the Permanent Council to establish, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, a working group chaired by Peru to coordinate all the preparations for MISPA V;

RECALLING ALSO that on February 27, 2015, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15), “Place and Date of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA V) and of the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, Both Meetings Convened by Resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14),” operative paragraph 1 of which resolved “[t]o set November 19-20, 2015 as the dates of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, to be held in Arequipa, Peru”; and

BEARING IN MIND that the Government of Peru has advised that the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA V) needs to be moved to its capital, Lima,

RESOLVES:

1. To amend the mandate contained in operative paragraph 1 of resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15) and to establish that the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA V), convened for November 19 and 20, 2015, will be held in Lima, Peru.

2. To ratify the contents of all the other operative paragraphs contained in resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15).
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
