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Explanatory Note


At its meeting of June 30, 2008, the Permanent Council considered the document “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at its Thirty-eighth Regular Session” (CP/doc.4325/08).


In that connection, the Permanent Mission of Argentina requested that resolution AG/RES. 2372 (XXXVIII-O/08), “Coordination of Volunteers in the Hemisphere in Response to Natural Disasters and the Fight against Hunger and Poverty – White Helmets Initiative,” in addition to its joint consideration by the Permanent Council and the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI), also be considered by the Committee on Hemispheric Security. 

Finally, the Permanent Council decided to approve the aforementioned document (CP/doc.4325/08) and to forward it to its permanent committees, the Special Committee, and the corresponding working groups, for their consideration.
