DRAFT RESOLUTION
RESPECT FOR THE SOVEREIGNTY AND

DEMOCRATIC GOVERNMENT INSTITUTIONS OF NICARAGUA

THE MEMBER STATES OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
AWARE of the importance of maintaining the promotion and defense of democracy in the Hemisphere, while respecting the principle of nonintervention;

REAFFIRMING the validity of international law, among States, as the standard of conduct governing mutual relations; respect for their legal status, sovereignty, independence, and self-determination; their right to choose their political, economic, and social system, without external interference; and their right to organize themselves as they see fit;
RECOGNIZING that the Organization of American States has no powers other than those conferred upon it by its Charter, which contains no provisions authorizing it to intervene in the internal affairs of the member states,

RESOLVE:

1.
To call upon the Government of the United States of America to abandon its attitude of interference in the internal affairs of Nicaragua.

2.
To remind the North American Government not to exert economic pressure and to refrain from resorting to the threat or use of force against the Nicaraguan State and Government.
3.
That the member states of the Organization of American States reaffirm respect for the sovereignty of the Nicaraguan State, its institutions, the democratic citizen participation process, and Nicaragua’s desire to live in peace.
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
