Draft Resolution for the General Assembly at its Thirty-Ninth Regular Session
CONSIDERING:

That the Inter-American Juridical Committee serves the Organization of American States (OAS) as an advisory body on juridical matters and is one of the organs through which the Organization achieves its purposes;
That one of the functions of the Inter-American Juridical Committee is to answer queries on legal matters put to it by the organs of the Organization and to undertake the studies and preparatory work assigned to it by the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, or the Councils of the Organization;
That the Inter-American Juridical Committee represents all the member states of the Organization and has the broadest possible technical autonomy;
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That the Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs convened in the framework of the Inter-American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance (TIAR or the Rio Treaty), held in Punta del Este, Uruguay, in January 1962, resolved to exclude Cuba from participation in the inter-American system;
RESOLVES:

1.
To reaffirm our unswerving commitment to the fundamental principles of the inter-American system, including, in particular, the defense of democracy; the promotion and protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms; the strengthening of the rule of law; the maintenance of peace and security; and the aspiration to achieve economic growth and social development with justice and equity for all the peoples of the Americas.
2.
To request the Inter-American Juridical Committee to issue an opinion, within no more than 90 days, regarding the legal procedures necessary to, possibly, lift the sanction imposed in 1962 against the Government of Cuba, taking into account the fundamental principles of the OAS Charter, the Inter-American Democratic Charter, the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man, and other pertinent instruments applicable to all the OAS member states.
3.
The Inter-American Juridical Committee shall submit its report to the Permanent Council.

4.
After receiving the report of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Permanent Council shall determine whether or not it is fitting to take relevant measures to set in motion the process that could lead to the lifting of the sanctions imposed on Cuba.
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
