THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONSIDERING that the current circumstances of our Hemisphere call for renewal of our commitment to observe and defend such basic international principles as non-aggression, non-intervention, self-determination of peoples, equality of states under the law, and ideological pluralism;

RECALLING Resolution VI, adopted at the Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, held from January 22 to 31, 1962, in Montevideo, Uruguay, which excluded the Government of the Republic of Cuba from participation in the inter-American system;

BEARING IN MIND that subsequently, in operative paragraph 3 of Resolution I of the Final Act of the Ninth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, held from July 21 to 26, 1964, in Washington, D.C., the decision was taken for the member states of the OAS to sever diplomatic and consular, as well as trade, relations with the Government of Cuba;

OBSERVING that the Sixteenth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, held in San José, Costa Rica, on July 29, 1975, decided to leave the member states of the Organization of American States free “to normalize or conduct their relations with the Republic of Cuba at the level and in the manner that each state deems advisable”;

UNDERSCORING that, under the provisions of Articles 2 and 3 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, ensuring international peace and security requires respect for the personality, sovereignty, and independence of states, which underlies the right of every state to choose, without external interference, its political, economic, and social system and to organize itself in the way best suited to it; and 

NOTING that, in accordance with Article 54 of the Charter of the OAS, the General Assembly is the supreme organ of this Organization and, in addition to deciding the general action and policy of the Organization, it may consider “any matter relating to friendly relations among the American States,”

RESOLVES:

1. To revoke Resolution VI, adopted at the Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs.
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That future relations between the Republic of Cuba and the Organization shall depend on the express will of the Cuban Government and the relevant bodies of the OAS.

3. To instruct the General Secretariat to take the relevant steps to implement this resolution.
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
