DRAFT RESOLUTION
ANNULING THE EXCLUSION OF CUBA FROM THE INTER-AMERICAN SYSTEM
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
CONSIDERING that the Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, held in Punta del Este, Uruguay, in 1962 in the framework of the Inter-American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance (TIAR), decided to exclude the Government of Cuba from participating in the inter-American system;
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the spirit of openness that encouraged the dialogue of Heads of State and Government at the Fifth Summit of the Americas in Port of Spain, and that consistent with that spirit the states wish to establish a new frame of reference in hemispheric relations;
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OBSERVING the will of the member countries of the OAS, and in particular the TIAR member countries that are also OAS members, and that they exercise that dual role through this Resolution;
CONSIDERING ALSO that Article 54 of the OAS Charter establishes that the General Assembly is the supreme organ of the Organization of American States and that among its principal powers is to consider any matter relating to friendly relations among the American States, and to consider the reports and resolutions of the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs; 

RESOLVES:
1.
To annul Resolution 6 adopted at the Eighth Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs in 1962 within the framework of the TIAR, which decided to exclude the Government of Cuba from participating in the inter-American system.
2.
To instruct the Secretary General of the OAS to inform the Republic of Cuba of this resolution.
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
