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The Permanent Council rejects the suspension of constitutional guarantees in Honduras and reiterates that said state of emergency, besides affecting the constitutional rights and fundamental freedoms of Hondurans in a serious and unjustified manner, further deepens the political crisis by delaying the return of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales to his functions and the restoration of democracy in Honduras.

2. The Permanent Council calls on the de facto authorities to provide guarantees for the life and physical safety of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales and allow his return to his constitutional functions, in accordance with General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1 (XXXVII-E/09) and the Agreement of San José.

3. The Permanent Council condemns the violation of human rights and freedoms of Hondurans and requests the international community to remain vigilant in order to prevent continued violations of those rights.

4. The Permanent Council, like the United Nations Security Council, urgently calls for respect for the inviolability of the Embassy of Brazil and for the privileges and immunities of its staff, in accordance with international law.

5. The Permanent Council also calls for respect for the diplomatic status of the missions and the privileges and immunities of the staff of the Embassies of Argentina, Mexico, Venezuela, and Spain, as any violation of those principles severely affects hemispheric coexistence.

6. The Permanent Council calls for the reinstatement of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales to his high office prior to any electoral process, which would have to be conducted in full observance of the constitutional guarantees. Otherwise, the suspension envisioned in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2 (XXXVII-E/09) shall remain in place.  
 

7. The Permanent Council also deplores the decision by the de facto authorities to prevent the entry into Honduras, after having accepted it, of the delegation of high-level officials from the Organization of American States (OAS) who were going there to prepare for the visit to that country of a mission comprising the Secretary General and Ministers of Foreign Affairs. The Permanent Council regrets the treatment received by those international officials.

8. The Permanent Council reaffirms its support for the initiatives being carried out by the Secretary General to enable the Organization to continue contributing to the search for a peaceful solution to the Honduran crisis and reiterates the importance of being able to undertake said OAS mission to facilitate the reinstatement of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales, national reconciliation, and the restoration of democratic order.

9.
The Permanent Council shall continue to examine developments in the crisis in Honduras.
