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Procedural matters

1. Content: of the Dialogue: It was agreed to hold a dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of
the Inter-American Democratic Charter (IADC). It was clearly established at the time that the purpose is
not to revise or amend the text of the IADC,

It should be borne in mind that the Charter contains three types of content: Principles, definitions, and
commitments to action.

To fac litate the dialogue, the subject could be structured around the following topics:
a) General Assessment;

b) Reflections on democracy and the inter-American system and derﬁocracy and human
rights;

c) Analysis of the provisions of the IADC on democracy, development, and poverty
reduction; democracy and electoral observation missions; and promotion of a
democratic culture;

d) Analysis of the provisions of the IADC on the strengthening and preservation of
democratic institutions;

e) Final considerations.
2. Framevsork: Special meetings of the Permanent Council, dedicated exclusively to the dialogue.

3. Participants: Given that this is a mandate assigned to the Permanent Council, the dialogue will be
reserved exclusively for member states.

4, Agenda: The agenda will be based on the discussion topics identified above. It might be reasonable to
devote at least one meeting for each topic, which, in principle, would mean holding at least eight
meetings, starting in January 2011.

5. Conclusion of the dialogue: The Permanent Council should submit a report to the General Assembly
reflecting the findings or progress made by the end of the dialogue.
