Excellency:

On instructions from the Minister of Foreign Affairs and Worship of the Republic of Costa Rica, Mr. René Castro Salazar, I have the honor to address Your Excellency pursuant to Note DE-065-10 of November 2, 2010 from the Permanent Mission of Costa Rica to the Chair of the Permanent Council, requesting the convocation, as a matter of urgency, in accordance with articles 21 and 62 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, of a Special Meeting of the Permanent Council for Thursday, November 18, at 10:00 a.m. or at the most suitable time of day for that purpose, bearing in mind the regular meeting  of the Permanent Council scheduled for 10:00 a.m. on the same day.

Article 21 of the Charter of the Organization of American States establishes that “The territory of a State is inviolable: it may not be the object, even temporarily, of military occupation or of other measures of force taken by another State, directly or indirectly, on any grounds whatsoever (…).”

Consequently, the purpose of the aforementioned special meeting of the Permanent Council would be to submit for consideration the request by Costa Rica for the convocation, based on articles 61 of the Charter of the Organization of American States and article 41 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council, of a Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, to be held at 11:00 a.m. on Monday, November 29, 2010, and to have the latter convocation take place in the framework of Chapters VI and X of the OAS Charter, with a view to taking cognizance of the military aggression by Nicaragua against Costa Rica which, among other matters, continues to violate the territorial integrity and sovereignty of Costa Rica and to jeopardize peace and security in the Hemisphere.

The Permanent Mission of Costa Rica attaches hereto the draft resolution that would be submitted for the consideration of the Permanent Council. It states that the purpose of convening the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs would be to hear the report to be presented on that date by the Secretary General, take cognizance of compliance with and implementation of resolution CP/RES. 978 (1777/10) on the “Situation in the Border Area between Costa Rica and Nicaragua,” adopted by the Permanent Council on November 12, 2010, and agree on appropriate measures to be adopted.

CONVOCATION OF A MEETING OF CONSULTATION OF MINISTERS OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS TO ASSESS THE “SITUATION IN THE BORDER AREA BETWEEN 
COSTA RICA AND NICARAGUA”
THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES, 

UNDERSCORING that the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) determines that hemispheric peace and security are essential purposes of the Organization and recognizes the full competence of the Organization to take cognizance of deeds and events that jeopardize said purposes;
CONSIDERING the request made by Costa Rica to the Permanent Council through Note DE-065-10 of November 2, 2010 for the convocation of a Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs pursuant to Articles 21 of the Charter of the OAS.
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the “Report of the Secretary General of the OAS on his Visit to Costa Rica and Nicaragua” (CP/doc.4521/10), presented to the Permanent Council on November 9, 2010, as well as the Secretary General’s recommendations to both countries contained therein;
RATIFYING in all its aspects resolution CP/RES. 978 (1777/10) on the “Situation in the Border Area between Costa Rica and Nicaragua,” adopted on November 12, 2010, in which the Permanent Council welcomed and endorsed the recommendations by the Secretary General, invited the parties to initiate simultaneously and without delay the processes needed for the adoption of those agreements and recommendations, and, at the same time, requested the Secretary General to continue exercising his good offices to facilitate the dialogue between the parties and to keep the Permanent Council informed in that regard, 
RESOLVES:
To convene, pursuant to Chapter VI and articles 61 of the Charter of the OAS, a Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, to be held at the Headquarters of the Organization of American States in Washington, D.C., at  11:00 a.m. on Monday, November 29, 2010, in order to:
1. Hear the Report to be presented on that date by the Secretary General;
2. Take cognizance of compliance with and implementation of resolution CP/RES. 978 (1777/10) on the “Situation in the Border Area between Costa Rica and Nicaragua,” adopted by the Permanent Council on November 12, 2010; and
3. Agree on appropriate measures to be adopted.
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
