With regard to the special meeting of the Permanent Council called for in operative paragraph 13 of resolution AG/RES. 2555 (XL-O/10) “Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy: Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter,” the OAS Secretariat will prepare as soon as possible a summary of the programs and activities it has carried out pursuant to Article 26 of the IADC.  Also, the final report summarizing the related activities of the March 10-14, 2008 “Partnering with civil society” events is available as CP/CISC-359/08.


Civil society organizations are welcome to hold a preparatory meeting to analyze the OAS Secretariat’s summary, discuss their contributions, and agree on conclusions and recommendations to present at the special meeting of the Permanent Council.  That preparatory meeting could take place in April together with the activities that the OAS has planned to carry out with the CSOs, specifically the annual Civil Society Hemispheric Forum in preparation for the OAS General Assembly planned for April 25-26.  Linking these activities would serve to minimize the burden on OAS resources.


During the special meeting, the Permanent Council will examine the contributions by those organizations to the strengthening of a democratic culture in the Hemisphere and hold a dialogue regarding their contributions, pursuant to Article 26 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter.  The meeting would take place prior to the tenth anniversary of the IADC.

After thoughtful reflection and respectful dialogue, the Permanent Council has proposed holding an informal meeting before the end of March in order to initiate a dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of the Inter-American Democratic Charter. It was agreed that it is not the goal of this dialogue to revise or amend the Democratic Charter.


This meeting will be followed by the number of formal and informal meetings on the subject deemed necessary by the Council in order to consider the Inter-American Democratic Charter as a whole, including the preamble as well as chapter by chapter.  At the start of the process, the States will offer a general appreciation of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, and at the end they will give their general conclusions. As information for the dialogue, the Secretary General will update through December 2010 his April 2007 and May 2010 reports to the Council on the Democratic Charter.  He will also provide the Council any other documents or reference materials it deems appropriate for the discussion.  Before the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council will hold a formal session, in April, to carry out the dialogue on the Inter-American Democratic Charter 


The Council will report on its advances and results to the General Assembly at San Salvador, and this process will continue with meetings of the Council and through other consultations, as the Council sees fit, to consider remaining chapters of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, as far as possible by the end of 2011, the year of the tenth anniversary of the IADC.
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
