DRAFT RESOLUTION SUBMITTED BY NICARAGUA AND CO-SPONSORED BY THE DELEGATIONS OF BOLIVIA, ECUADOR, AND VENEZUELA

CONDEMNATION OF THE COUP D’ÉTAT IN PARAGUAY AND CONVOCATION OF A SPECIAL SESSION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES (OAS)

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,


CONSIDERING the grave situation unfolding in the Republic of Paraguay as a result of the parliamentary coup d’état staged through a swift and summary impeachment trial that led to the removal of the constitutional and democratically-elected President, Fernando Lugo. Because it was swift and provided no opportunity for a defense to be mounted, it raises serious questions about its integrity;


CONSIDERING further that, because it is a process for the removal of a head of state, it is highly doubtful that an impartial trial could have been held in just 24 hours if it were to respect the right to due process; and that the procedure followed affects the exercise of rule of law, the preservation of the democratic institutional system, and the legitimate exercise of power; and


REITERATING the principles enshrined in the Charter of the Organization of American States and the Inter-American Democratic Charter concerning the strengthening and preservation of the democratic institutional system in the member states,

RESOLVES:

1. To vehemently condemn the parliamentary coup d’état that was orchestrated through an irregular, summary impeachment trial designed beforehand to remove the constitutional and democratically-elected President of Paraguay, Fernando Lugo, which development affects the rule of law, the preservation of the democratic institutional system, and the legitimate exercise of power.

2. To demand the immediate, safe, and unconditional return of President Lugo Fernando to his constitutional duties.

3. To declare that no government emerging from this parliamentary coup d’état will be recognized.

4. To convene a special session of the General Assembly of the OAS, to be held at the Organization’s headquarters on …..…, 2012, to consider suspending the right of the state of Paraguay to participate in the Organization of American States, in accordance with the OAS Charter, the Inter-American Democratic Charter, and international law.

5. To instruct the Secretary General to forward this resolution to the Secretary-General of the United Nations.
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
