Introductory note:

These proposals by the Chair of the Permanent Council are intended to facilitate dialogue among the delegations with a view to reaching agreement on the proposals to be submitted to the special session of the General Assembly to be held on March 22, 2013.
6. PROMOTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS
A. Recommendations to the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights:
a) Continue to engage in human rights promotion activities in coordination with interested states.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR in which it commits to doing its utmost to broaden its human rights promotion and protection activities, strengthening coordination and cooperation mechanisms with interested states.  Accomplishing these aims in a complementary way without duplication of efforts will require obtaining additional financial resources.
b) Collaborate with states in strengthening their domestic law enforcement and justice administration institutions or authorities, including in the training of their officials.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR and request it to consider offering concrete proposals for the provision of advisory services, technical assistance, and training to interested states for implementing this recommendation.
c) Contribute to the strengthening of national human rights protection institutions through cooperation agreements with them.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR and request its collaboration, when sought by states, in strengthening domestic institutions for protection of human rights, including through provision of training for their officials and civil society actors.
d) Disseminate more widely the promotion work it carries out.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR and request that it continue its efforts to raise awareness of its work in promoting human rights, inter alia, though forums, seminars, training workshops, and its website. 
e) Identify and group for each state the most recurring problems in the petitions submitted, in order to cooperate with national authorities in dealing with them, seeking comprehensive and lasting solutions.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR in which it acknowledges the importance of this recommendation and expresses its readiness to improve its system for managing documents, petitions, and cases, so as to be able to identify recurring issues in states; and furnish advisory services to countries, upon request, for addressing and progressively solving them. 
f) Provide advisory services to the states for compliance with the IACHR’s recommendations.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR in which it expresses its willingness to provide, upon request, advisory services to states on compliance with the IACHR’s recommendations.  
g) Introduce a code of conduct to govern the management of IACHR rapporteurships in order to ensure the requisite coordination between those mechanisms and states.
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
To take note of the response of the IACHR and instruct the Inter-American Juridical Committee to prepare a draft code of conduct for rapporteurships that covers, inter alia, coordination with states and preservation of the operational autonomy of rapporteurships.  The above draft shall be presented to the Permanent Council in the first half of 2014.

B. Recommendations to member states: 
a) In collaboration with the IACHR, encourage greater cooperation and exchange of best practices among states, after identifying each other’s areas of strength and opportunity
Proposal of the Chair of the Permanent Council:
Request member states to foster, in cooperation with the IACHR, opportunities for the exchange of experiences and best practices with other states in the region in order to identify strengths, obstacles, and challenges and systematize positive contributions by states to promotion of human rights.
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
