DRAFT RESOLUTION

CONVOCATION OF THE FOURTH MEETING OF NATIONAL AUTHORITIES ON TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS, PURSUANT TO RESOLUTION AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), “ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC SECURITY:  A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH.”

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,

CONSIDERING resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14, “Advancing Hemispheric Security:  a Multidimensional Approach,” which envisages, in the section on “Hemispheric efforts to combat trafficking in persons,” holding the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons in the second half of 2014, in Brasilia, Brazil,

RESOLVES:

1. To convene the FOURTH MEETING OF NATIONAL AUTHORITIES ON TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS, to be held in Brasilia, Brazil, on December 4 and 5, 2014, to comply with the mandates contained in resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), and to thank the Brazilian Government for its offer to host said meeting.
2. To install the Working Group of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, chaired by Brazil and open to the participation of all the member states, to prepare the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons.

3. To instruct the Committee on Hemispheric Security, through that Working Group, to review and update, as it thinks fit, the Work Plan against Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere 2010-2015, as well as to consider preparing an Inter-American Declaration against Trafficking in Persons, to be examined and approved by the national authorities during their fourth meeting.

4. To instruct the Secretary General, with the financial contribution of the Government of Brazil and in coordination with that Government, to provide the technical and administrative support needed to prepare the aforementioned meeting, in accordance with the availability of resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources for 2014.
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
