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DRAFT RESOLUTION
RESTORING PEACE IN NICARAGUA 

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
BEARING IN MIND the principles enshrined in the Charter of the Organization of American States, the Inter-American Democratic Charter, and the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man, to which Nicaragua is a State Party; 
REAFFIRMING declaration AG/DEC. 97 (XLVIII-O/18), adopted by the OAS General Assembly on June 5, 2018;
TAKING NOTE of the “Special Declaration on Nicaragua” of the Central American Integration System (SICA), of June 30 2018;
NOTING with great concern the violence now faced by Nicaragua, with evidence of a Terrorist Plan implemented with a view to effecting a coup d’état to overthrow the legitimately constituted Government of Nicaragua, impacting the tranquility, peace, and security of Nicaraguan families; and
CONSIDERING the strenuous efforts of the Government of Nicaragua to consolidate peace, security, progress, and stability, in order to ensure the common good,
RESOLVES:
1.
To recognize the initiatives of the Government of Nicaragua to convene all sectors of society to the National Dialogue in the hope of identifying a peaceful solution to the acts of violence perpetrated since April 18 of this year.
2. 
To condemn the fact that coup-mongering opposition groups are using the National Dialogue promoted by the Government of Nicaragua to seek to legitimize their criminal and armed actions against the civilian population and police, in collusion with international organized criminal and terrorist groups, to destabilize the State of Nicaragua.
3. To support firmly the renewal of the National Dialogue, recognizing the openness of the Government of Nicaragua, which has invited the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), the OAS Electoral Observation Mission (EOM), the OAS General Secretariat, the European Union, and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights to support and contribute to the restoration of peace and security in Nicaragua.
4. To reiterate its vigorous condemnation of all acts of violence and infringements of the lives of civilians and police, and of the cruel, inhuman, and degrading treatment, and of the violation of the right of the population to free movement, education, and work. To encourage the authorities to proceed to duly identify those responsible through the corresponding legal procedures in the framework of the legislation in force in the country.
5. To condemn the actions of terrorist groups, especially the events in the town of Morrito, Rio San Juan Department, who attacked with firearms, killing four National Police officers and a primary school teacher, and seriously injuring five municipal workers. As well as the abduction, murder, and burning of a National Police officer in the town of Masaya, demonstrating the existence of torture and killing centers.
6. To urge the Government of Nicaragua and all parties to participate actively and in good faith in the National Dialogue as a mechanism to generate peaceful and sustainable solutions for the restoration of peace and security and the strengthening of democracy.
7. To support the Government of Nicaragua so that the steps it is taking strengthen democratic institutions, including the calendar arising from the recommendations of the OAS Electoral Observation Mission.
8. To support the Interdisciplinary Group of Independent Experts (IGIE) in its mandate to assist and support the actions begun by the State of Nicaragua to investigate the acts of violence that have occurred in the country, as well as the Special Follow up Mechanism for Nicaragua (MESENI) and the initiative to strengthen democratic institutions advanced by the OAS General Secretariat.
9. To urge the international community, specifically the Latin American and Caribbean countries, to respect the self-determination of the State of Nicaragua so that peace and security can be restored without any type of interference.
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
