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Record of the meeting held on October 1, 2009
1. Consideration of the draft rules of procedure of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security (CSH/GT/MISPA II-3/09)

The draft rule of procedure of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, contained in document CSH/GT/MISPA II-3/09, was approved by the delegations. 
2. Consideration of the list of invited guests of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security (CSH/GT/MISPA II-4/09)

The Chair presented the draft list of invited guests of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, contained in document CSH/GT/MISPA II-4/09. 

With respect to the invitation for civil society to attend MISPA II, the Chair said it will follow the same procedures used for MISPA I, in accordance with the provisions of resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99) “Guidelines for the participation of civil society organizations in OAS activities.” Accordingly, a future meeting of this working group will hear a report by the Department of International Affairs on civil society organizations that have requested to participate in MISPA II. 

The delegation of Uruguay said it was pleased that this list included the International Red Cross and the Ibero-American General Secretariat. 

The delegation of Brazil requested information on the organization “International Association of Chiefs of Police,” submitted by the Director of the OAS Department of Public Security. 

Christopher Hernández-Roy, Director of the Department of Public Security, suggested that the delegations consider including the World Health Organization on this list. 

The list of invited guests was approved, pending the information on civil society requests to participate.

3. Consideration of the draft agenda of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security (CSH/GT/MISPA II-2/09 rev. 1)

The delegations thanked the Chair for submitting this revised version of the draft agenda and, among others, made the following comments:
· The draft agenda is packed with presentations and that these should be reduced.
· They asked the Secretariat to clarify the concepts behind each of the presentations, so as to be able to determine their usefulness.
· They proposed the possibility of having some organizations submit written contributions in order to reduce the number of presentations.
· They requested the Chair to present a draft “Final Document,” which would be negotiated within the framework of this Working Group.
· The “Final Document” should be brief and should be a follow-up to MISPA I.

· Either a presentation or a report should be part of all the sessions. 

· A report of the Inter-American Specialized Conference on Public Security: Meeting of Experts to Prepare for MISPA II should be included on the draft agenda.

· The importance of the five pillars contained in the document “Commitment to Public Security in the Americas” should be stressed.
· They underscored the importance of the issue of prevention at this ministerial meeting.

· The items on the agenda should use the same language as the document “Commitment to Public Security in the Americas.”

The delegation of Argentina suggested that the draft agenda should follow the same format used for MISPA I. That proposal was supported by the delegations.

The draft agenda was approved and the final version was circulated as document CSH/GT/MISPA II-2/09 rev. 2.

4. Consideration of the draft schedule of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security (CSH/GT/MISPA II-7/09)

Among other comments, the delegations offered the following with respect to the draft schedule of MISPA II:

· A brief report should be presented on the Inter-American Specialized Conference on Public Security: Meeting of Experts to Prepare for MISPA II in the initial part of the schedule
· The private dialogue should not be the center of the debates of this ministerial meeting
· They suggested merging the two presentations by the Dominican Republic on the topics of violence prevention and risk management into a single presentation.
· Allocating more time for the second session, which is devoted to the topic of prevention.

As per instructions from the Chair, the Secretariat circulated a new version of this schedule as document CSH/GT/MISPA II-7/09 rev. 1.
5. Other business 
The delegation of Brazil said that the Brazilian Ministry of Justice had received an invitation to participate in a meeting on October 8 and 9, 2009, to review a proposal  from the feasibility study. In this regard, it asked the Department of Public Security for further information on this event and noted that, should there be a new version of this document, it should be presented either to the Committee on Hemipsheric Security or to this Working Group.

Director of the OAS Department of Public Security Christopher Hernández-Roy said invitation had been extended to some member states, based on preliminary information from a study of those countries that had indicated that they could cooperate on this exercise.  This meeting will furnish the Secretariat with additional information, but it was noted as well that a final document would not be produced until states are able to comment on this draft. It was further noted that the ministers themselves were the ones to decide what was to be done with this study.


In this regard, the delegations asked the General Secretariat to improve the channels of communication in the interest of greater transparency in all the processes.
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
