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The following delegations participated in this meeting:  Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

1. Consideration of applications by civil society organizations to participate in the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas
Director of the OAS Department of International Affairs, Dr. Irene Klinger, introduced document CSH/GT/MISPA-II-19/09, which contained a listing of the civil society organizations that applied to participate in the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas.
This document lists 27 organizations from 16 countries, noting that all had met the criteria established in resolution CP/RES. 759.  It was also noted that two additional applications had been received from Honduran civil society organizations:
· One is registered:  Foro Permanente de Organizaciones de la Sociedad Civil (FPOSC) (Permanent Forum of Civil Society Organizations)
· One is not registered but initiated the registration process in May last year: Asociación para una Vida Mejor de Personas Infectadas y Afectadas el VIH–SIDA en Honduras (APUVIMEH) (Association for a Better Life for People Infected and Affected by HIV-AIDS in Honduras) 
The Chair suggested that the matter of the two civil society organizations from Honduras be referred to the Committee on Hemispheric Security.

For its part, the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela requested that the Instituto de Investigaciones de Convivencia y Seguridad Ciudadana (INCOSEC) (Institute for Research on Peaceful Coexistence and Citizen Security) be excluded.

The delegation of Nicaragua supported the Chair’s proposal to refer the two pending civil society organizations from Honduras to the CSH and to eliminate the request by Venezuela.
Meanwhile, the Working Group approved 26 organizations for participation. They were listed in document CSH/GT/MISPA-II-19/09 rev. 1.

The delegation of Grenada asked about the procedure for unregistered organizations to become registered.

2. Consideration of the draft Final Document of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA II-9/09 rev. 1)

The Chair proposed the following changes to the draft schedule (CSH/GT/MISPA II-7/09 rev. 3) that had already been approved at the previous meeting:
· Placing the Report of the General Secretariat on the Inter-American Specialized Conference on Public Security:  Meeting of Experts to Prepare for MISPA II before the coffee break, immediately after the first session; and
· Putting as the title of the sixth session: “Cooperation in the Area of Violence and Crime Prevention and Participation.”

The delegations agreed on the proposed changes, and the Secretariat circulated a revised version of this document.

The delegations also discussed the draft final document, which was published, with the changes proposed, as document CSH/GT/MISPA II-9/09 rev. 2.

3. Other business
There being no other matters, the meeting was adjourned.
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
