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Summary of the meeting of September 29, 2011


The Working Group met under the chairmanship of the Alternate Representative of Trinidad and Tobago to the OAS, Colonel Colin Mitchell, to consider the items on the order of business, document CSH/GT/MISPA-III-11/11 rev. 1.

The following delegations participated in this meeting:  Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru, Saint Kitts and Nevis, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Establishment of the Style Committee of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas

The Chair of the Working Group, taking into consideration the fact that resolution AG/RES. 2629 (XLI-O/11) gives this Working Group a mandate to coordinate preparations for MISPA III, and considering that style committees for other forums, such as the General Assembly, are established in preparatory committees, proposed that this Style Committee be established in this Working Group. 

Based on Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly which states that a Style Committee shall be composed of the delegations representing respectively each of the four official languages of the Organization and that the Committee shall correct defects of form and ensure equivalency among the versions in the official languages, the following countries were selected for this Committee:
· English:  Trinidad and Tobago
· Spanish:  Colombia
· French:  Canada
· Portuguese:  Brazil

The Chair reminded the delegations that the Style Committee would be convened for a later date, at the headquarters of the Organization, as soon as MISPA III is finished. The Committee will be open to participation by all member states. 

2. Consideration of the Draft Agenda of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA III-2/11 rev. 2)

The delegations commented on the draft agenda and their comments have been reflected in the revised version, CSH/GT/MISPA III-2/11 rev. 3.

The delegation of the United States expressed an interest in moderating Session 1.

The delegation of Chile reflected on the challenge of a concrete product emerging from this MISPA, something that is more than an exchange of experiences.

The delegation of El Salvador spoke about the mandate on the feasibility study, suggesting that it be included in this document.

The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago commented on the proposal to change the title of the final document of MISPA III and indicated an interest in it being called "Strategy." Accordingly, it reminded the delegations that this was only the third MISPA and would be the first time a specific issue of the Commitment to Public Security in the Americas, adopted by MISPA I, would be discussed. This proposal was supported by the delegations of the Bahamas, Barbados, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, and Uruguay.

The delegation of Mexico reiterated both its proposal to change the title and its preference to change to "recommendations."

The delegations of El Salvador, Colombia, and United States suggested addressing the issue of the title once the document has been considered in its entirety. 
3. Consideration of the Draft Schedule of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA III-3/11 rev. 2)

The Chair of the Working Group stressed that the revised draft schedule had included requests to make presentations, from Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Mexico, and Argentina. He also noted that the delegations of Chile, Jamaica, and United States had expressed interest in making presentations but did not specify their exact topic.

Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Secretary for Multidimensional Security, commented on the private dinner with the private sector, noting that this event sought to provide a bridge between the private sector and ministers. 

The delegation of Brazil suggested changing the title of the private dinner to "Collaboration involving the public sector, communities, and the private sector to promote citizen security." In this regard, the delegation of Canada stressed that reference should be made to "public security".

The delegation of Colombia suggested including AMERIPOL as presenter for Session 2.b.

The delegation of Mexico felt it was appropriate that at the time presentations were being included their titles could be mentioned. In its own case, it confirmed that its delegation would make a presentation on the "Mexico Platform."

The delegation of Canada proposed combining some of the points if there was not enough time.  It further suggested that the Chair set a deadline for countries to state their interest in making a presentation.

The Chair of the Working Group set October 6, 2011 as the deadline to receive requests from countries wishing to make presentations at MISPA III. 
4. Consideration of document “Port of Spain Strategy for Police Management” (CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 1)

The delegations considered up to preambular paragraph 12 of this document.

All suggestions were included in the revised version, which was published as CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 2.

5. Other business

The Chair of the Working Group announced that the next meeting would be held on October 13, 2011 at 10 a.m., and that an additional meeting had been scheduled for October 20, 2011. 
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
