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Summary of the meeting held on October 13, 2009

The following delegations participated in this meeting: Argentina, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

1. Consideration of the draft schedule for the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA II-7/09 rev. 2)

The delegations thanked the Chair for the presentation of this revised version of the draft schedule and made, inter alia, the following comments:
· The delegation of Brazil reiterated its request to the Secretariat to distribute a summary or synopsis of the presentations made at MISPA II.

· Several delegations recommended inclusion in MISPA II of the presentation by SEDI.

· The delegation of Brazil mentioned that some of the formal comments it had made on the report of the Rapporteur for the preparatory meeting held in Uruguay had not been incorporated by the Rapporteur.
· The delegation of the Dominican Republic suggested that the title proposed by Brazil for the sixth session be:  “Cooperation in the prevention of violence and crime.” This proposal received the support of the Working Group.
· The delegation of Uruguay requested inclusion, before the second session, of a report of the General Secretariat on the Inter-American Specialized Conference on Public Security: Meeting of Experts to prepare for MISPA II.  This proposal received the support of the delegations. 
The Working Group approved the draft schedule with the changes agreed.  The Secretariat published the final version of this draft schedule, which was distributed as document CSH/GT/MISPA II-7/09 rev. 3.
2. Consideration of the draft final document of the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA II-9/09)

The delegations thanked the Chair for the presentation of this revised version of the final document and made, inter alia, the following comments:

· The delegation of Chile reiterated that space should be left for inclusion of the achievements of MISPA II.

The delegation of Brazil proposed the following paragraph: “UNDERSCORING the importance of prioritizing, without prejudice to efforts to combat violence and crime, preventive policies, programs, and actions that impact the roots of the phenomenon and its underlying causes;”

· The delegations supported the idea of institutionalizing the MISPA process by holding a Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas every two years.
· Several delegations raised questions regarding the title of the document.
· The delegations of Ecuador, Costa Rica, Canada, and United States indicated that priority should be attached not only to the subject of prevention, but that there should be balance with the other pillars of the “Commitment to Public Security in the Americas.”
· The delegations of Haiti, Jamaica, Suriname, and Trinidad and Tobago indicated the importance of holding a preparatory meeting prior to each MISPA. In that connection, Jamaica indicated a preference for it to be “preparatory meeting” rather than an “inter-American conference.”
· The delegation of Ecuador requested the Secretariat to prepare a paragraph that referred to all thematic areas or pillars of the MISPA in order to maintain balance with the five pillars of the “Commitment.”
The Secretariat distributed a revised version of this document, CSH/GT/MISPA II-9/09 rev. 1.
3. Other business
There being no other business, the meeting was declared closed.
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
