We, the Ministers responsible for public security in the Americas and the representatives of the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS), gathered in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago on November 17 to 18, 2011 at the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA III), convened by the General Assembly of the Organization in accordance with resolution AG/RES. 2629 (XLI-O/11); (PARAGRAPH 1 REMAINS UNCHANGED)

REAFFIRMING the importance of efforts made by member states to improve citizen security and agreements reached in the Commitment to Public Security in the Americas, adopted during the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA I), held in Mexico City, Mexico, in October 2008, as well as the Consensus of Santo Domingo on Public Security, adopted during the Second Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA II), held in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, in November 2009; (THIS PARAGRAPH MERGES PARAGRAPHS 3 AND 4).

TAKING NOTE of the outcomes of the Meeting of Experts to Prepare for MISPA III held in Santiago, Chile in November 2010, in particular the support given by Member States for the proposal made by the Government of Trinidad and Tobago to focus on the police management pillar of the Commitment to Public Security in the Americas; (CURRENT PARAGRAPH 9)

UNDERSCORING that effective police management requires the formulation and implementation of a comprehensive response to fully and adequately address public security concerns, in line with the evolution of criminal phenomena; (MERGES SEVERAL PARAGRAPHS)

AWARE that professionalization and strengthening of the police require the ongoing observance of the relevant norms and principles of international human rights law, as well as of fundamental freedoms, democracy, and the principles of justice, impartiality, and gender equality, consistent with the domestic legislation of each state, and also require enhancing the national capacity of states through the provision of technical assistance, capacity-building, and police training; (MERGES SEVERAL PARAGRAPHS)
