Summary of the meeting of October 13, 2011


The Working Group met under the chairmanship of the Alternate Representative of Trinidad and Tobago to the OAS, Colonel Colin Mitchell, to consider the items on the order of business, document CSH/GT/MISPA-III-15/11 corr. 1.

The following delegations participated in this meeting:  Argentina, Bahamas, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.
1. Consideration of the Draft Agenda of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA III-2/11 rev. 5)

The Chair of the Group reported on the proposed changes to this document, suggested during the informal meeting of October 11, 2011.

The delegations commented on the draft agenda and their comments have been reflected in the revised version:  CSH/GT/MISPA III-2/11 rev. 6.

The draft agenda was adopted with the changes presented.
2. Consideration of the Draft Schedule of the Third Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (CSH/GT/MISPA III-3/11 rev. 4 corr. 1)

The delegations commented on the draft schedule contained in document CSH/GT/MISPA III-3/11 rev. 4 corr. 1. This document will be adapted according to the draft agenda adopted under the previous item and will be circulated shortly for consideration.
3. Consideration of document “Port of Spain Strategy for Police Management” (CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 2)

The delegations discussed paragraph preambular paragraph 12 up to operative paragraph 2. All the suggested changes were included in the revised version, which was published as CSH/GT/MISPA III-7/11 rev. 3.

4. Consideration of the Draft Document on the MISPA Meetings Process, "Document of Port of Spain," (CSH/GT/MISPA III-10/11)

The delegations commented on the "Document of Port of Spain." The Chair of the Working Group encouraged the delegation of Mexico to hold informal consultations on this matter.
5. Other business

The delegation of Peru invited the delegations to an exhibition of paintings on display at the Organization. It also suggested that the meetings of the CAAP and those of this Working Group needed to be better coordinated.

The delegation of Trinidad and Tobago called for informal consultations on outstanding issues and requested the delegations to submit written comments in order to move the negotiating process forward.

The delegation of Colombia asked for the new revision of the document "Port of Spain Strategy for Police Management" to include the two proposals submitted by that delegation at this meeting.

The delegation of Mexico stated that it would continue with informal consultations on the "Document of Port of Spain."

The Chair of the Working Group announced that the MISPA newsletter had been published and that the next meeting would be held on October 20, 2011 at 10 a.m. It noted further that an informal meeting was scheduled for Monday October 17, at 2:30 p.m., in Guerrero Room.
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
