The following delegations took part in the meeting: Argentina, the Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Peru, the United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of).
1. Consideration and approval of the Draft Agenda for the Second Special Meeting on Criminal Gangs – Toward a Regional Strategy to Promote Inter-American Cooperation (CSH/GT/PD-14/10 rev. 2)
Mr. Denys Toscanos Amores, Alternate Representative of Ecuador and Chair of the Working Group, submitted to delegations the new version of the draft agenda for the second special meeting, to be held on March 2, 2010. That draft took into account the changes suggested by delegations at the informal meeting of February 2, 2010.
The delegation of Brazil suggested that the phrase “for the Regional Strategy” be deleted from item 6.
The delegations of the United States underscored the importance of technical and financial support for the Regional Strategy and suggested that the complete name of the strategy be included in all the agenda items.
The delegations of Canada, Mexico, Brazil, and Panama expressed support for the U.S. proposal.  The draft agenda was approved with the suggested changes.
