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"To request the General  Secretariat to deliver to the Committee on Hemispheric Security, within a period not exceeding 6 months, a financial and technical study on the creation of an information technology platform whose main objectives include:

1. Bringing together the general framework of the II Hemispheric Plan of Action;
2. Allowing states, and in particular national inter-agency bodies responsible for combating trafficking in persons, to cooperate and interact among themselves;
3. Allowing civil society organizations to engage with the public sector, collaborate and cooperate in implementing the II Hemispheric Plan, and form an international network of institutions against trafficking in persons, with a view to raising awareness about the current range of services, benefits, and available resources, both tangible and intangible (investigations, complaints, testimonies);
4. Design and implementation of an international competition on innovative proposals to combat trafficking in persons, for NGOs registered on the information technology platform, at a second stage; and
5. Promoting wide-ranging, coordinated, and consistent responses, at the national, regional, and international levels, to combat trafficking in persons.

The above-mentioned study should clearly state its objectives, benefits, possible sources of funding, and execution time period.
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
