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(Report of the General Secretariat on the civil society organizations and other social stakeholders 
that have expressed interest in attending the meeting of October 28, 2011)

I. Introduction

At its meetings of August 11 and September 6, 2011, the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the IACHR with a view to Strengthening the IAHRS agreed to hold a civil society consultation meeting on October 28, 2011, in order to hear civil society’s contributions and recommendations regarding the workings of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) with a view to strengthening the inter-American human rights system (IAHRS).

In compliance with resolution CP/RES. 759 and the decisions of the Working Group, those civil society organizations (CSOs) that are duly registered with the OAS and wish to attend the meeting must send a letter to the OAS General Secretariat stating their interest in participating. Those CSOs and other social stakeholders with expertise in the topic that are not registered with the OAS must submit a written application to the General Secretariat, which will then be sent for consideration by the Working Group.

In line with the Working Group’s decision, the Department of International Affairs (DIA) published, on two occasions (September 23 and October 5, 2011), an invitation to the 361 civil society organizations registered with the OAS, and those not registered in DIA’s database that work with the promotion and protection of human rights, informing them of the meeting.  In addition, DIA indicated the requirements for attendance and the Working Group’s agenda, and it reminded them of the possibility of submitting, prior to the event, written documents on the topics to be dealt with. That announcement was also distributed to the database of CSOs kept by the IACHR and published on the OAS’s civil society web page (www.civil-society.oas.org) in order for a greater number of organizations to be apprised of it.

II. Applications from Civil Society Organizations and Other Stakeholders
The Department of International Affairs received forty-four (44) applications to attend the meeting from civil society organizations and other social stakeholders. Of these, twenty-one (21) are duly registered with the OAS, nineteen (19) are not registered, and four (4) are categorized as other social stakeholders. The applicants were as follows:
