1. Definition of the name of the Working Group:
Having received formal proposals for the name of the Working Group from the delegations of the Dominican Republic and Ecuador, the Group settled on the following name:
“Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the IACHR with a View to Strengthening the IAHRS.”
2. Adoption of the document: “Procedural Matters” GT/SIDH-1/11 rev. 2
The Working Group decided to approve the proposal of the Chair contained in the document circulated in advance to the delegations, and only to modify those sections where changes were necessary as a result of the recent decision to amend the name of the Working Group.
The adopted document was circulated by the Secretariat as document GT/SIDH-1/11 rev. 3
Furthermore, it was decided that for the next meeting of the Working Group, scheduled for Tuesday, August 30, at 3:00 p.m., the Chair would distribute a new document setting out his proposed schedule for the Group’s activities.
3. Civil society participation in the Group's activities
The Group considered the document entitled “Proposal: Consultation with Civil Society Organizations in the Framework of the Working Group to Reflect on Ways to Strengthen the Inter-American Human Rights System” (GT/SIDH-8/11). The document was prepared by the Department of International Affairs of the Secretariat for External Relations and presented by its director, Ms. Irene Klinger.
After receiving recommendations from different delegations, the Working Group decided to request that the Department of International Affairs:
a. Issue an open invitation so that the greatest possible number of civil society organizations as could be reached on line might submit written opinions on the process being undertaken in the framework of the Working Group.
b. Take steps to obtain the necessary funds for holding discussions with civil society organizations physically present.
c. Identify innovative ways of holding virtual consultations with civil society organizations.
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
