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REPORT OF THE CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR OF THE XVI REGULAR MEETING OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT ON THE CIDI ANNUAL REPORT AND DRAFT RESOLUTIONS CIDI IS SUBMITTING FOR THE CONSIDERATION OF THE FORTY-FIRST REGULAR SESSION OF THE OAS GENERAL ASSEMBLY

It is worth noting that all these resolutions delineate the work of CIDI and its subsidiary organs for the upcoming 2011-2012 period. In that regard, high-level meetings are to be held on sectoral areas including Labor, Tourism, Science and Technology, and Education. In addition, a draft resolution is highlighting the important role that the Educational Portal of the Americas has played during the past ten years in strengthening human development in the Hemisphere through distance education. On the area of Culture, a draft resolution is highlighting the actions that have been embraced to celebrate the Inter-American Year of Culture, which will culminate at the VI Summit of the Americas to be held in Cartagena, Colombia in 2012.  Furthermore, in the course of 2010 – 2011, the ministerial meetings on Social Development and Sustainable Development were held in Colombia and the Dominican Republic respectively, and CIDI is informing the General Assembly on these important events. Finally, three of the resolutions below draw attention to the work being done to strengthen CIDI and its subsidiary organs, the Inter-American Committee on Ports as well as the existing mechanisms for disaster prevention and response and humanitarian assistance among member states.

The Climate Change in the Countries of the Hemisphere 

The Climate Change resolution was negotiated at a series of formal and informal meetings and consultations open to all delegations.   At the request of one delegation the final consideration of the resolution was left for the afternoon of the last day of the meeting.  During the negotiation, legal advice on the rules of procedure of the OAS was requested from the Secretariat for Legal Affairs. The resolution was considered and approved by consensus with changes negotiated at the meeting and which are in the final version attached.
The delegation of Bolivia did not join consensus on four paragraphs and asked that a footnote reflect that fact. Additionally, the delegation of Bolivia requested that the XVI Regular CIDI meeting report contain the explanation that they had not joined consensus on four paragraphs and to include their proposed alternative paragraphs which are noted below. The delegation of Bolivia also requested that this report include a reference to what it considers a lack of clarity in the rules of procedure of the OAS.  
Operative Paragraph 3: 
“To consider the results of the sixteenth session of the Conference of the Parties (COP 16) and the Sixth Meeting of the Parties (CMP 6) to the Kyoto Protocol, held in Cancun, Mexico, from November 29 to December 10, 2010.” 

Operative Paragraph 6: 
“To urge all the OAS member states to work together to ensure the success of COP17/CMP7, based on full implementation of the mandates from 1/CMP1 and 1/CP13.” 
Operative Paragraph 9: 
“To also urge all the OAS member states to continue working and to  agree on ambitious, equitable, effective, and efficient outcomes that are the product of a transparent and inclusive negotiation process to strengthen the established rules of multilateralism, with a view to ensuring the success of the Seventeenth Conference of the Parties (COP 17) of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and the Seventh Meeting of the Parties (CMP 7) to the Kyoto Protocol, to be held in Durban, South Africa.”
Operative Paragraph 9 bis:  “To support the OAS General Secretariat’s efforts geared towards supporting member countries in implementing the pertinent commitments and actions on climate change.”
The report transmits to the General Assembly for its consideration the 14 above-mentioned draft resolutions as agreed by the XVI Regular CIDI meeting.
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
