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ANNOTATED AGENDA OF THE SEVENTEENTH REGULAR MEETING 
OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT

(Adopted at the first plenary session on May 15, 2012)

1. Adoption of the draft agenda

The draft agenda for the regular and specialized or sectoral meetings of CIDI shall be prepared by CEPCIDI and sent with a report to the governments of the member states so that they may make pertinent observations or propose the inclusion of additional items within a time frame established by CEPCIDI. In preparing the draft agenda, CEPCIDI shall take into account the provisions of the Charter and the Statutes of CIDI, as well as those items proposed by the governments of the member states, those agreed upon by CIDI in previous meetings, pertinent mandates of the General Assembly, and, if applicable, those proposed by the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs and those recommended by other bodies of the Organization.

2. Election of officers

A Chair and a Vice Chair shall be elected during the first plenary session of CIDI and shall hold office until the closing of the meeting. The election shall require the vote of a majority of the member states.

3. Consideration of the report of the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI (CEPCIDI)
This report summarizes the activities of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) during the period between the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), held on May 6, 9 and 10, 2011, and the Seventeenth Regular Meeting of CIDI, to be held on May, 2012.

4. Consideration of the report of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI)

This report summarizes the activities of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) during the period between the May 2011 and April 2012.

5. Consideration of the Annual Report of CIDI to the General Assembly

This report summarizes the activities of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and its subsidiary organs during the period between June 2009 and May 2010.  This report is divided into three parts:  The first part includes the activities of its bodies (the Permanent Executive Committee (CEPCIDI), the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) and its Management Board, the inter-American committees, and other subsidiary bodies).  The second part includes the report of the sectoral meetings in the framework of CIDI, and the third part summarizes the activities of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI).

6. Election of members of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD)

The Management Board consists of nine member states of the Organization of American States elected by CIDI, observing, in accordance with the provisions of Article 77 of the Charter, the criteria of rotation and equitable geographic representation and guaranteeing that no member state shall be excluded from the opportunity for election to the Board and that every region shall have the opportunity to be represented at all times. 

The members of the Management Board shall serve for a term of two years.  The election shall be held annually at the regular meeting of CIDI and shall be arranged so that in the year after the first election four vacancies and in the subsequent year five vacancies shall occur, alternating annually thereafter.

Currently, the Management Board comprises Argentina (Chair), Mexico, the United States, El Salvador, Guatemala, Suriname, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, The Commonwealth of the Bahamas, and Colombia. Elections will be held during the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of CIDI to elect four members to replace the United States, Mexico, El Salvador, Guatemala and The Commonwealth of the Bahamas, whose terms are ending.

7. Election of the Chair and Vice Chair of CEPCIDI

Each year, at a plenary session of a regular meeting, CIDI shall elect the Chair and Vice Chair of CEPCIDI, from among the principal representatives.  They will remain in office until the first regular meeting of CIDI the following year.  The Chair and the Vice Chair may not be re-elected to their respective posts, according to the principle of rotation, unless they have held that office for a period of less than six months.

It should be recalled that CEPCIDI has submitted to CIDI for consideration a draft resolution titled “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” which, among its operative paragraphs, resolves to eliminate CEPCIDI and to assign to CIDI its functions established in the statutes, rules of procedure, and other rules of the Organization. 
Since that proposal has to be considered and adopted by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session, it would be advisable to postpone the election of the CEPCIDI officers until the General Assembly reaches a decision on modifying the structure of CIDI.

8. Composition of the 2012 CENPES

The Nonpermanent Specialized Committees are technical bodies that lend support to CIDI in handling aspects of cooperation for development.  They shall have the functions and responsibilities assigned to them in Articles 13, 14, and 16 of the CIDI Statutes and those contemplated in Articles 17, 21, and 23 of the FEMCIDI Statutes.

The CENPES are established at regular meetings of CIDI in accordance with the priority areas of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development adopted by the General Assembly (henceforth “the Strategic Plan”). The composition of the CENPES should be viewed in association with the process of strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and the establishment of its transition period, in order decide if the membership of all the CENPES will be defined at the Regular Meeting of CIDI or if their composition will be determined progressively as the various sectors are incorporated in the FEMCIDI structure.

The members of the CENPES shall be elected, in a personal capacity, for a period to be determined at the time of their election.  The election of the members of the CENPES shall take place at regular or special meetings of CIDI.

CEPCIDI shall include the election of CENPES members on the preliminary draft agenda of the regular or special meeting of CIDI at which said election is due to take place. Once that item has been included, member states may present their candidates up to 30 days prior to the date of the meeting in which the election will be held.

9. CIDI meetings during 2012-2013

Article 23 of the CIDI Statutes provides that the regular meeting of CIDI shall consider and convene specialized or sectoral meetings at the ministerial or equivalent level. The Secretariat will report on offers made by member states to host these meetings in the period 2012-2013.

10. Pledges to FEMCIDI and other cooperation pledges for 2012

The member states will participate in financing partnership for development activities by making voluntary contributions to FEMCIDI. They may also make special contributions or grants to specific funds and trust funds.

11. Consideration of the Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Tourism


Resolutions CIDI/RES. 249 (XVI-O/11) and AG/RES. 2639 (XLI-O/11), “Adaptation of the Inter-American Travel Congresses to the CIDI Framework and Holding of the XIX Inter-American Travel Congress,” created the Inter-American Committee on Tourism pursuant to Articles 77 and 95.c.3 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, and instructed the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) to prepare its rules of procedure in accordance with the guidelines set by the Congress at the meeting held in San Salvador, El Salvador, on September 29 and 30, 2011. It is incumbent upon CIDI to consider the draft rules of procedure (CEPCIDI/doc.1040/12) that CEPCIDI submits to it for consideration.

13. Date and place of the Eighteenth  Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI)

14. Joint Meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2617 (XLI-O/11), “Follow-up to the Special Conference on Security”

Resolution AG/RES. 2617 (XLI-O/11) instructs the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to hold, prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, a joint meeting for member states and the General Secretariat to present their views and experiences on initiatives and programs that contribute to multidimensional security and integral development; to explore opportunities for cooperation in this field, and to foster collaboration between the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development in areas of common interest.  

The joint meeting will be held in the afternoon of May 15, according to the draft agenda that the Permanent Council’s Committee on Hemispheric Security was instructed to prepare for that purpose.
