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REPORT OF THE SEVENTEENTH REGULAR MEETING OF THE
INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT 
The Seventeenth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) was held at the headquarters of the Organization of American States (OAS) on Tuesday, May 15, 2012, pursuant to the notice of convocation issued by the CLXXX Regular Meeting of the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI (CEPCIDI) on May 7, 2012.

1. Approval of the Draft Agenda, Draft Annotated Agenda and Draft Calendar 
In keeping with Article 3 of the Rules of Procedure of CIDI, when CIDI meets at the headquarters of the General Secretariat, the Chair is temporarily held by the head of the delegation that is first in the order of precedence established for that meeting. The order of precedence for this meeting was established at the CLXXX Regular Meeting of CEPCIDI, and the result was that the Delegation of Venezuela was first in order.  Hence, Minister Counselor Carmen Velázquez de Visbal, Alternate Representative of Venezuela, was temporary Chair.

The Meeting approved the Draft Agenda, the Draft Annotated Agenda and the Draft Calendar, the approved versions of which were distributed as documents CIDI/doc. 1/12 rev. 1, CIDI/doc. 2/12 rev. 1 and CIDI/doc. 3/12 rev. 1. 

2. Election of the Chair and Vice Chair
The Provisional Chair proceeded to the election of the Chair of the Meeting. Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama, was elected by acclamation.
Mr. Giancarlo Gálvez, Alternate Representative of Peru, was also elected by acclamation to serve as Vice Chair of the Meeting. 

3. Consideration of reports. 

Following the first plenary session, the meeting turned its attention to the reports of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), CEPCIDI and finally the annual report of CIDI.   All the reports covered the period between the Sixteenth Regular Meeting of CIDI, held on May 9 and 10, 2011, and its Seventeenth Regular Meeting, held on May 15, 2012. 

a. Consideration of the report of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) 


The Council proceeded to examine the report of SEDI, which featured information concerning the promotion, coordination and implementation of programs, projects and activities involving cooperation and training in the areas of social development, education, labor, culture, science and technology, trade, tourism and sustainable development.

The topic of cooperation was a particular focus of attention in this report.  The cooperation area included the work done by the Secretariat to implement the agreements of the Specialized CIDI Meeting of High Authorities on Cooperation, held in Bogotá, Colombia in 2009, and the Special Meeting of National Authorities and Experts in Technical Partnership for Integral Development, held in Playa del Carmen, Mexico in 2008.  It also included the work done within the framework of the Inter-American Cooperation Network (Cooperanet).  The Delegate of Argentina commented on this matter and observed that some of the activities referenced in this section of the report did not come under the Organization’s mandates.  She therefore requested that the reference to the activities related to the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) be eliminated since not all OAS members states were members of the OECD.  

The Delegation of Venezuela voiced its support for Argentina’s proposal and, at the same time, suggested that the work of the Inter-American Cooperation Network be reinforced.

Peru, El Salvador and Bolivia asked that Argentina send its comments to the Secretariat in writing.  The Delegation of the United States said that it had certain comments on the report in general, which it would convey in writing to the Secretariat. 


Having heard the countries’ observations and inasmuch as there was no other meeting on schedule to discuss the final report before it was forwarded to the General Assembly, it was agreed that a revised version of the report would be circulated, with the observations sent to the Secretariat included.  The version of the report with the observations included would indicate where those observations would appear in the text; the deadline set for any observations on the revised version, which were to be sent via e-mail, would be Tuesday, May 22 (which would be three days after its circulation).  If by that date no observations were received from the delegations, the document would be approved electronically, and would be incorporated into the report of CIDI and forwarded to the General Assembly by way of the Permanent Council.  The approved report was distributed as document CIDI/doc.7/12.
b. Consideration of the report of the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI (CEPCIDI)

The delegations then turned their attention to the report of CEPCIDI, which they approved.  This report covered the activities conducted during the period when Ambassador Jacinth Lorna Henry-Martin, Permanent Representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis, was Chair and Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama, was Vice Chair. 

The report highlights the work done by CEPCIDI in its ten regular meetings and two special meetings, as well as details on the three meetings held jointly with the Permanent Council.  It also includes a brief summary of the activities conducted by its subsidiary organs and working groups created to make headway on development-related issues:  the Subcommittee on Partnership for Development Policies, the Committee of the Capital Fund for the OAS Fellowships, Scholarships and Training Program, the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, the Working Group for Preparation of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the Framework of CIDI, and the two Joint Permanent Council/CEPCIDI Working Groups –the first on the Draft Social Charter of the Americas and the other on the existing mechanisms for disaster prevention and response and humanitarian assistance.  The approved report was distributed as part of document CIDI/doc.8/12. 

c. Consideration of the Annual Report of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to the General Assembly 

The delegations took up the report of CIDI, which included a summary of the activities accomplished by its organs (CEPCIDI, the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD), the Nonpermanent Specialized Committees (CENPES), the Inter-American Committees and other subsidiary bodies created by the Council), as well the sectoral, specialized and special meetings of CIDI.  Prominent among the sectoral meetings were the following:  the XIX Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Tourism (El Salvador, October 2011); the XVI Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (El Salvador, October 2011); the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the Framework of CIDI (OAS headquarters, Washington, D.C., November 2011); the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology within the Framework of CIDI (Panama, November 2011), and the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education (Suriname, March 2012).
The delegations approved the report without comment.  The approved version of the report was distributed as document CIDI/doc.8/12.  It was agreed that the approved version would be presented to the General Assembly.  It is worth noting that this approved Annual Report of CIDI also included the verbatim texts of the reports of SEDI and CEPCIDI.  This document is attached as Annex III of this report.
4. Election of the members of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD)  
The Chair told the delegations that at this meeting, CIDI was called upon to elect five of the nine members of the Management Board of the IACD. 


The Secretariat reported that the terms of the delegations of the Bahamas, El Salvador, the United States, Guatemala and Mexico on the IACD had ended.  Therefore, CIDI was required to elect five new members, following the principles of rotation and geographic representation.  It also informed the delegations that customarily, the Management Board’s members are selected by region:  2 representatives for North America, 2 for Central America, 2 for South America and 3 for the Caribbean.  It also noted that as of that date, the Delegation of El Salvador had placed itself in nomination (through document CIDI/INF 3/12).  The Chair asked whether there were any additional nominations.  The delegations of the United States and Mexico expressed an interest in being re-elected, and the delegation of Venezuela announced its candidacy. 
Because Venezuela’s candidacy would mean that South America would be represented by three members on the IACD’s Management Board, the delegations were reminded that at time of the establishment of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development the delegations had reached a political agreement on the subregional distribution of the membership of the IACD’s Management Board (3 members representing the Caribbean region, and two members each for South America, North America and Central America).  However, two more nominations were needed for the five countries to be elected to the Management Board at this meeting.  As there was no objection to changing the configuration of the membership of the IACD’s Management Board and the IACD’s Statutes were not specific as to the number of representatives per region, CIDI elected the delegations of El Salvador, Mexico, Panama, the United States and Venezuela, by acclamation, to serve as the new members of the Management Board of the IACD for the 2012-2014 period.  

The Chair thanked the outgoing members for their work and congratulated the incoming members.  He also reminded them to send the Secretariat the names of their principal and alternate representatives to this body.
5. Election of the Chair of CEPCIDI 


Because of the restructuring proposed in the draft resolution “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development”, it was decided to defer the election of a chair for CEPCIDI until CIDI could see what decision the General Assembly’ had made at its forty-second regular session concerning the proposal to eliminate CEPCIDI.
6. Membership of the Nonpermanent Specialized Committees (CENPES) 2013 

The Secretariat recalled that the previous year, resolution CIDI/RES. 250 (XVI-O/11) had delegated to CEPCIDI the establishment of the nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES) and the election of their members for the evaluation exercises for the 2011 Programming Cycle of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) 2011. The Secretariat also reported that at its meeting of January 24, 2012, CEPCIDI had established the composition of the Nonpermanent Specialized Committees to evaluate the projects presented under the FEMCIDI transition period in the areas of education, science and technology, and culture (CEPCIDI/doc.1028/12 rev. 1). 

Given CEPCIDI’s decision on the proposal to hold, online, the design meeting in science and technology (Phase III of the Schematic Flowchart), the CENPE in science and technology was convened to evaluate the project profiles in this area.  The CENPES in education and culture will be convened once the states present definitive projects.  Therefore, and given the fact that a draft resolution on “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development” was being presented under which CIDI would hold regular meetings at least once a month, CIDI could establish the composition of the other CENPES at any time.
7. Contributions to the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and other offers of cooperation for the year 2012 
A number of delegations underscored the importance that they attached to FEMCIDI, which they described as a vital cooperation mechanism within the OAS framework and a means enabling important projects that contribute to the member states’ development.  It was also observed that the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs needed to make progress in its deliberations on how to strengthen FEMCIDI.  The Delegation of Nicaragua commented that Nicaragua had made its contribution for 2012. 

The Chair thanked the delegation that announced its contribution and called upon the other delegations to send their pledges to the Secretariat within the deadlines established in the current programming cycle.  The Chair also underscored how important it was that in the months ahead the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs make further headway in its deliberations on the strengthening of FEMCIDI, to ensure that the deadlines established for the next programming cycle are met. 

8. Consideration of the Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Tourism 


The draft Rules of Procedure of CITUR (CEPCIDI/doc. 1040/12) were presented for consideration and approved without further comment.  The approved version of the Rules of Procedure was distributed as document CIDI/doc.5/12.

9. Consideration of draft resolutions 


The Chair presented the draft resolutions to the delegations for CIDI’s consideration and thereafter to be referred to the General Assembly.  After the corresponding deliberations and consultations, the following draft resolutions were approved: 
a. Draft resolutions to be considered by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development at its Seventeenth Regular Meeting, included in document CIDI/doc. 4/12, attached as Annex I of this report.

It should be pointed out that the Delegation of Venezuela added an endnote to the resolution on “Extension of the Term of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009” (CIDI/RES. 263 (XVII-O/12) , in which it “reiterates its reservations to the FTAA, as formulated in the Declarations and Plans of Action of the Summits of the Americas (paragraph 15 of the Declaration of Quebec City and paragraph 6.A of the Plan of Action, and paragraph 12 of the Declaration of Nuevo León), as well as in resolution AG/RES. 2014 (XXXIV-O/04), “Trade and Integration in the Americas,” and prior resolutions with the same title.” 
For their part, the delegations of Nicaragua, Ecuador and Bolivia expressed reservations to the paragraphs referring to the Sixth Summit of the Americas, contained in the resolutions on the “Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development within the Framework of CIDI” [CIDI/RES. 274 (XVII-O/12)] and on the “Report of the Seventh Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI” [CIDI/RES. 275 (XVII-O/12)]. The Delegation of Nicaragua placed its reservation in a footnote that reads as follows: “The Government of Nicaragua considers that the reference to the Summit in Cartagena, Colombia, and the appeal to strengthen the so-called “Summit of the Americas” are inappropriate since during that Summit, the Heads of State and Government were not able to consider or approve the Political Declaration, which reflected the common will of the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean to have the sister Republic of Cuba participate in that forum unconditionally and on the basis of equal sovereignty. We reaffirm that the “Summit of the Americas” cannot take place without the presence of Cuba. The mandates and operative aspects of the thematic areas were part of the Political Declaration and, as the latter was not adopted, the former were not adopted either. For that reason, Nicaragua is not in favor of referring to these documents and mandates, which were not adopted.”  The Delegation of Ecuador, for its part, added a footnote that was more general in nature and said that it would amend its reservation to the draft resolutions to be presented to the General Assembly once it had received instructions.  The Delegation of Bolivia also said it had reservations regarding the references to the Sixth Summit of the Americas, but indicated that it would notify the Secretariat of its official position at a later date; at the close of the meeting the Delegation of Bolivia reported that it would not be transmitting a footnote on this subject.
The Delegation of Colombia asked that the record show the importance and validity of the forty-seven mandates agreed upon at the Summit of the Americas held in Cartagena, as they were the consensus reached in a process in which all the countries participated and are very instructive for the peoples of the Americas.  It also asked that the record show that at the 180th regular meeting of CEPCIDI, held on May 7, 2012, other delegations had expressed their support for the mandates forthcoming from the Summits.

CIDI agreed to present the draft resolutions to the General Assembly for consideration.  It is worth noting that CIDI also considered the draft resolution titled “Water as a Human Right” (CIDI/doc.6/12), but no consensus was reached on this draft.  It was referred to the General Assembly as a draft resolution whose text had not been definitively established, and with the recommendation that the General Committee might itself negotiate the language.  In anticipation of those discussions, CIDI called upon the delegations to confer informally among themselves.
10. Date and venue of the Eighteenth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development 
Because of the restructuring proposed in the draft resolution “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” the meeting did not take up the date of CIDI’s next annual meeting, since the General Assembly would be discussing the proposal to eliminate CEPCIDI and to have CIDI hold regular monthly meetings at OAS headquarters.

Joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) in fulfillment of resolution AG/RES. 2617 (XLI-O/11) “Follow-up to the Special Conference on Security” 

The following is the “Record of the joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), held on May 15, 2012, CP/ACTA 1851/12.

The joint meeting was co-chaired by Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras and Chair of the Permanent Council, and Mr. José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama and Chair of CIDI. It was called to order at 2:53 p.m. and the order of business was published as document CP/OD-1851/12.

1.
Opening remarks by the Chair of the Permanent Council


Ambassador Bautista spoke about the joint mandate arising from resolution AG/RES. 2617 (XLI-O/11), “Follow-up to the Special Conference on Security.” He also thanked Ambassador Nestor Mendez, Permanent Representative of Belize and Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security, who led the preparatory work for this joint meeting. As well, he noted the support of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, which provided technical support for this process.

2.
Remarks by the Chair of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI)

Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, Alternate Representative of Panama and Chair of CIDI, stated that crime, violence, and unemployment were among major threats to well-being, security, and peaceful coexistence of the peoples of the Americas. He noted further that since the adoption of the Declaration on Security in the Americas in 2003 and up to the adoption of the Declaration of San Salvador on Citizen Security in the Americas in 2011, progress had been made in identifying common challenges and in defining joint action, underscoring in particular the need for integral development-oriented initiatives to be consolidated as vital to improving security levels in the region.

3.
Session 1 – Presentation by the General Secretariat on experiences, initiatives, and programs contributing to multidimensional security and integral development (CP/INF.6432/12)
Under the chairmanship of Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, item 3 was considered.  Mr. Jorge Saggiante, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, and Ambassador Adam Blackwell, Secretary for Multidimensional Security, presented the joint report of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development on initiatives implemented in the area of multidimensional security and integral development and cooperation efforts, which was published as document CP/INF.6432/12.
4.
Session 2 – Presentation by the General Secretariat on experiences, initiatives, and programs contributing to multidimensional security and integral development
Item 4 was considered under the chairmanship of Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras and Chair of the Permanent Council.

a. Promotion of security, peaceful coexistence, and the wellbeing of our peoples:  A shared objective
i. Risk factors associated with integral development as a strategy to prevent violence, crime, and insecurity

ii. Challenges related to forced migration:  preventing human trafficking and assistance for displaced persons
iii. Disasters and environmental sustainability

The delegation of Brazil reiterated the need to strengthen synergies and the relationship between the concepts of security and development. It noted that for Brazil, it was important for a better balance to be struck between the pillars of OAS action, and stressed the need for the documents of the Organization to focus not only on control and law enforcement but also to incorporate a violence-prevention perspective as a complementary strategy.  It cited as well the PRONASI Program, created in 2007, which provides a broad platform for equipping police forces in thematic areas (health, education, human rights, equality, sports, culture, and equal access to justice).  


The delegation of Peru referred to the report presented in the framework of the Ministerial Conference on Armed Violence and Development, held in Geneva. It noted in addition the growing public demand for better security and the need to provide socio-economic conditions that are conducive to an improved quality of life for citizens and for vulnerable populations. Also noted were some of the ideas contained in the recent report by the World Bank President, including the need to address the conditions for stability as key to attracting foreign investment and to facilitating real positioning in the international market; and the need to increase public investment in the security sector and to strengthen security institutions, with special attention to certain key areas traditionally not viewed as part of the security sector and to provide the technological development needed to modernize the security sector by improving information methodologies.


For its part, the delegation of Mexico expressed satisfaction at the convening of this meeting, which it viewed as the beginning of the several consultations to prepare for the tenth anniversary of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, in 2013.  In its remarks, it stressed the need to strengthen cooperation mechanisms to address traditional and new threats and to instill shared values and common approaches.


The delegation of Costa Rica emphasized the need to give priority to youth development, and reiterated its commitment to finding solutions to challenges shared by all member states.


The delegation of the United States spoke about the support provided under the purview of the Armando Paz (Building Peace) Program with a view to supporting initiatives to ensure the security and consolidation of peace. It also cited the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices.


Stressing the need to implement a multidimensional, multi-causal approach to security, the delegation of Colombia supported the statement by the delegation of Mexico. It also made reference to the issue of repatriating displaced persons to their land as part of an OAS-supported victim re-settlement project.

b. Challenges to security and development in a globalized, interconnected world 
i. Combating transnational organized crime and the parallel economy to foster socio-economic development 
ii. Legal flows of goods and people, ensuring border and transport security  
iii. Technological development, preventing the new threats related to security

The delegation of El Salvador shared information about its programs on border security, immigration issues, infrastructure, and information.  On border security, it explained the agreements signed with Guatemala, Honduras, and Nicaragua to facilitate the flow of goods and people and, in particular, trade in the Central American region.  In the area of immigration, it indicated that the meeting of security ministers of Central America held in 2011, established immigration procedures and put in place a comprehensive regional migration management system.
5.
Session 3 – Dialogue and recommendations:  Possibilities for cooperation among member states on integral development and multidimensional security, and encouragement of collaboration between the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development and the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security

The meeting continued with Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez chairing, and considered item 5 on the order of business.

The delegation of Mexico requested that the technical areas of the General Secretariat continue creating synergies in areas of common interest. It also spoke about the following initiatives: the Inter-American Observatory on Security, the Educational Portal of the Americas, and the importance of supporting initiatives to share best practices in the area of education, such as OASIS and the Orchestra Program for At-Risk Youth in the Caribbean. The delegation also noted that the process for dialogue to evaluate the application of the Declaration on Security in the Americas should be continued, in preparation for the tenth anniversary in 2013.


Endorsing the comments by the delegation of Mexico, the delegations of Peru and Jamaica stressed the need to approach security from the perspective of prevention, with special focus on risk factors.

Closing ceremony
Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez presided over the closing session, which decided to instruct the Committee on Hemispheric Security and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development to take into account, in their respective work on multidimensional security, the comments and recommendations made on the various issues discussed during the joint meeting.

There being no further matters to consider, the joint meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
