Jorge Saggiante has been in charge of the OAS’ Executive Secretariat for Integral Development since August 2011.  Before that he was Director of the Organization’s Department of Economic Development, Trade and Tourism.

Jorge Saggiante, a Mexican national, has a degree in economics from the Universidad Nacional Autónoma de México, where he graduated with honors.  He pursued studies for a Master’s Degree in International Economics at Mexico City’s Center for Economic Research and Instruction.  He then earned another Master’s Degree in International Politics at the Free University of Brussels in Belgium, and again graduated with honors.  Thereafter, Mr. Saggiante continued to pursue other specialized studies in economics. 

Mr. Saggiante was a professor at the University of the Americas and the Instituto Tecnológico Autónomo de México (ITAM) and taught courses in international economics and international trade.  He published articles in specialized journals and taught courses and seminars in economics at various universities, both public and private. 

Mr. Saggiante worked in the Mexican government at the secretariats (ministries) of Finance, Energy and Economy.  At the Secretariat of Economy, he served in Mexico’s Economic Counselor’s Office to the European Communities, headquartered in Brussels, Belgium, where he participated in various bilateral and multilateral negotiations on trade and business matters.  He worked at Petróleos Mexicanos, where he headed various programs on international finance and served as an advisor on multilateral trade negotiations.  He was Director of Marketing at Ferrocarriles Nacioneles de México, a state-run enterprise, and Coordinator of Delegations at the National Housing Fund.

Jorge Saggiante also headed private businesses in the construction sector.  In 2006, his business won the National Prize in Architecture and Sustainable Housing for its design and execution of projects in Mexico.  He also worked with Arthur D. Little, a leading global consulting firm in technological management and innovation strategies.

Mr. Saggiante has also sponsored a number of events staged by the Universidad Nacional Autónoma de México to promote chess gamesmanship and training, with the idea of developing abstract thinking in children and youth.  He was a principal sponsor of the World Chess Championship 2007, an international event staged in partnership with the Government of Mexico.
