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REPORT ON AMENDMENT OF THE STATUTES OF THE CAPITAL FUND

FOR THE OAS SCHOLARSHIPS AND TRAINING PROGRAMS

(Report of the Chair)

In accordance with the mandate from the 165th Regular Meeting of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) held on February 8, 2011, the Subcommittee on Partnership for Development Policies examined the propriety of amending the Statutes of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs in order to increase the number of members of its Committee.

The Subcommittee considered this matter at its meeting of February 25, 2011. At present, the Committee for the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs has five members: four member states elected by CEPCIDI and the Executive Secretary for Integral Development, who shall be an ex officio, non-voting member.  The current composition of the Committee could result in ties in decision making; which could be avoided if the Committee had an odd number of members.

In that regard, the Subcommittee decided to refer for the consideration of CEPCIDI a draft resolution (Annex), to amend the Statutes of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs at Articles 3.1 and 3.2, as well as the Transitory Article, so that the Committee be integrated by five member states and the Executive Secretary for Integral Development.
It should be noted that implementing this recommendation will not require amendment of any other documents, as the Committee still has pending the preparation of the rules of procedure and the rules governing the operations of the Fund within the limits set by the Statutes.

Finally, the Subcommittee drew attention to the importance of holding the elections for the new member as soon as possible, so that the Committee for the Capital Fund has its full complement and can continue its work.

DRAFT RESOLUTION
AMENDMENT OF THE STATUTES OF THE CAPITAL FUND 
FOR THE OAS SCHOLARSHIPS AND TRAINING PROGRAMS 
(Agreed by the Subcommittee on Partnership for Development Policies 
at its meeting of February 25, 2011)

THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT, 
CONSIDERING: 

That Article 8.1 of the Statutes of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs (the “Statutes”) stipulates that the Statutes may be amended by the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on its own initiative or at the request of the Committee for the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs;

That, in order to eliminate the possibility of ties in voting by the Committee for the Capital Fund established in the Statutes (the “Committee”) since neither the Executive Secretary for Integral Development nor the designated alternate can vote, and to facilitate decision-making, it is necessary to increase the number of its voting members to an odd number; and

That the transitory provisions in Article 3.2 and the last article of the Statutes for the initial election of members of the Committee are no longer relevant,

RESOLVES:
1. To amend Articles 3.1 and 3.2 of the Statutes of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs (the “Statutes”) as follows:
Article 3.1
The Committee of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs (hereinafter "the Committee") shall consist of five six members: four five member states elected by the CEPCIDI and the Executive Secretary for Integral Development. Each of the five six members shall appoint a person to serve as its principal representative, and may appoint an alternate representative as well. Both principal and alternate representatives shall be duly accredited by the members to serve on the Committee. 

Article 3.2
Except for the Executive Secretary for Integral Development, who shall be an ex officio, non-voting member, the members of the Committee shall serve for a period of two years. In the first election of the four member states to serve on the Committee, two members shall be elected for a period of three years and thereafter all member states shall serve for the designated period of two years. 

2. To delete the last article of the Statutes, entitled “Transitory Article.”
3. To proceed, as soon as possible, with the election of the new member of the Committee of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs.
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
