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DRAFT RESOLUTION

NONPERMANENT SPECIALIZED COMMITTEES for the 
special multilateral fund of the inter-american council
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(Agreed at the meeting of April 14, 2011)

THE Inter-American Council for Integral Development,

HAVING SEEN resolution CIDI/RES. 230 (XV-O/10), “Nonpermanent Specialized Committees for Integral Development 2010”;

CONSIDERING:

That the eight areas for action under the Strategic Plan were established through resolutions AG/RES. 2201 (XXXVI-O/06) and CIDI/RES. 178 (XI-O/06), “Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009”;

That Article 13 of the Statutes of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) states that the nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES) shall be established by CIDI for a duration it decides upon at the time of their creation, and shall not exceed the number of said areas for action;

CONSIDERING ALSO:

That resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI): Establishment of a Transition Period Aimed at Putting into Practice the Proposed Structure for FEMCIDI,” suspended future FEMCIDI programming under the current modality and established a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI, contained in the programming schematic flowchart (CEPCIDI/doc.963/10);

That resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10) the specialized and/or sectoral ministerial meetings of CIDI and/or the Inter-American Committees on Education, Culture, and Science and Technology, and others that were prepared, upon receiving the report of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, to consider implementing, within the framework of their activities, a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI;
That the various sectoral areas will continue being incorporated into the proposed structure for FEMCIDI on a gradual basis; and

That the proposed structure for FEMCIDI, contained in the programming schematic flowchart (CEPCIDI/doc.963/10), provides for the CENPES to be virtual in order to streamline operations and optimize existing resources,
That, under the new FEMCIDI structure, progress has been made in defining the key issues of financing for partnership for development in the education, culture, and science and technology sectors under the 2010 Programming Cycle,

RESOLVES:

1. To request the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) to invite member states to nominate candidates for the nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES) and hold the corresponding elections, while approving the programming approaches in each of the key thematic areas of the sectors that are part of the 2010 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle.
2. To delegate to CEPCIDI the establishment of the CENPES and the election of their members for the evaluation exercises for the 2011 Programming Cycle.
3. To request CEPCIDI and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) to continue with efforts to streamline the operations of the CENPES and optimize the Organization’s resources by using new information technologies in holding meetings and consultations with these bodies.
4. To instruct CEPCIDI to convene each of the sectoral CENPES in due course and to ensure that they reflect equitable geographical representation and comprise persons of recognized competence in their fields who have no direct relationship with the institution submitting the project for evaluation.  Likewise, to instruct the General Secretariat, through SEDI, to provide the information needed to convene them. 

5. To request the CEPCIDI to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development at its sixteenth regular meeting on the implementation of this resolution. The activities identified herein for execution shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
