CLIMATE CHANGE IN THE COUNTRIES OF THE HEMISPHERE

(Presented by the delegation of Mexico and considered during 

the meetings held April 14, 18, and 26, 2011)

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,


HAVING SEEN resolutions CIDI/RES. 241 (XV-O/10) and AG/RES. 2588 (XL-O/10), “Climate Change in the Countries of the Hemisphere”; and

CONSIDERING:

That socioeconomic development and environmental protection are interdependent pillars of sustainable development, of which poverty eradication is an essential target;

That climate change (CA: is generating generates) adverse impacts throughout the Hemisphere, causing deterioration in the quality of life and the environment for present and future generations;

That the most recent scientific evidence, including the Fourth Assessment Report of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) of the United Nations, indicates that it is necessary to set ambitious (BR: goals targets for developed countries) (04/18/2011) to make it possible to stabilize the Earth’s temperature in the medium and long terms;

Redrafting presented by the Delegation of Mexico as a result of informal consultations (04/26/2011): That the most recent scientific evidence, including the Fourth Assessment Report of the United Nations Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC), indicates that it is necessary to reduce overall emissions to stabilize the earth’s temperature in the medium and long term.
