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RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE POLICIES SUBCOMMITTEE 
ON THE WORK OF THE INTERAMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS

(Report presented by the Chair of the 

Subcommittee on Partnership for Development Policies)

Following up on the request made by the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) during its 174th Regular Meeting held November 4, to examine the activities of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), as well as the format for the quarterly financial reports and reports presented by the CIP Secretariat, in compliance with Resolution AG/RES 2648 (XLI-O/11) “Improving the Transparency and Effectiveness of the Inter-American Committee on Ports,” the Chair of the Policies Subcommittee can report the following:

1. With respect to the format of the financial reports and reports presented by the CIP Secretariat through September 30, 2011, the Subcommittee heard a presentation by Mr. Carlos Mladinic, Acting Director of the Department of Economic Development, Trade, and Tourism in charge of the Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports, and received the following documents:

(i.) The format for the quarterly financial reports of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) (CEPCIDI/INF.123/11) (Presented in CEPCIDI November 4, 2011 and sent to the Subcommittee)

(ii.) The quarterly financial reports of the CIP (January-March 2011; April-June 2011; and July-September 2011) (CEPCIDI/INF.124/11, CEPCIDI/INF.131/11 and CEPCIDI/INF.142/11) (The first two documents were presented in CEPCIDI on November 4, 2011 and sent to the Subcommittee, and the last was circulated November 23, 2011)
After receiving the report, the CIP Secretariat had contact with delegations in order to answer specific questions.

The Subcommittee agreed to recommend that CEPCIDI take note of the format of the financial reports and the quarterly reports received to date and that, until further instruction, it ask the CIP Secretariat to continue presenting these quarterly financial reports through CEPCIDI.
2. With respect to the presentation on CIP activities, the Subcommittee received the following reports from Mr. Mladinic:

Report on the implementation of CECIP resolution: CECIP/RES (XII-11) “Pilot Plan for New Procedures for Managing and Executing the Work of the Groups and Subcommittees,” (CEPCIDI/INF.125/11 and a version updated through January 31, 2012: CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.498/12) (The first document was presented in CEPCIDI on November 4, 2011 and the update was circulated February 14, 2012)

(ii.) Activities of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CEPCIDI/INF.139/11) (Presented in CEPCIDI on November 4, 2011 and sent to the Subcommittee)
(iii.) Report on the 2011 Activities of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (Prepared by the CIP Secretariat) (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.494/11) (Circulated December 16, 2011).

(iv.) Guidelines for a Strategic Vision of the Inter-American Committee on Ports “Strengthening Inter-American Cooperation in Port Development for Prosperity” (Document prepared by the Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports) (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.497/12) (Circulated February 15, 2012)

After receiving the documents, delegations had the opportunity, both in formal Subcommittee meetings and in informal consultations with the CIP Secretariat, to discuss the documents in depth and make suggestions aimed at improving the efficiency of the Committee’s work. 

The Subcommittee agreed to recommend that CEPCIDI take note of the reports received and that it submits for consideration by the CIP in its Seventh Regular Meeting to be held in Lima, Peru, on March 15-16, 2012 the following documents:

(i.) The Report on the Implementation of Resolution CECIP/RES. 9 (XII-11) “Pilot Plan for New Procedures for Managing and Executing the Work of the Groups and Subcommittees,” (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.498/12), and, 
(ii.) The proposal presented by the CIP Secretariat titled “Guidelines for a Strategic Vision of the Inter-American Committee on Ports: Strengthening Inter-American Cooperation in Port Development for Prosperity” (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.497/12) 
The objective is to support the efforts carried out to improve the work of the CIP, in accordance with resolution AG/RES 2648 (XLI-O/11)..
