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(Report of the Chair presented at the CLXXX Regular Meeting of CEPCIDI of May 7, 2012)
In the framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and in keeping with the mandates from the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI (CEPCIDI), the Subcommittee on Partnership-for-Development Policies examined the draft resolutions on integral development that will be submitted for adoption by the General Assembly of the Organization American States (OAS) at its forty-second regular session.
The OAS, already often a hive of activity, is especially busy at present, particularly because in the first half of 2012, in addition to the General Assembly, we have had the Summit of the Americas. It should also be noted that the delegates responsible for integral development have worked under added pressure, given that the theme chosen for the Assembly pertains to that pillar. All of this has meant that the time available to examine the draft resolutions has been shorter than one would have hoped.
In that context, the Subcommittee discussed 14 draft resolutions over the recent weeks and agreed to refer the texts to CEPCIDI for consideration in two groups, in keeping with the status of their negotiation:

First group:  Four provisionally agreed-upon draft resolutions. In each draft, any objections on the part of delegations have been resolved in the current version. If the texts remain unquestioned and no new amendments are requested, CEPCIDI could consider approving those drafts;

Second group: 10 draft resolutions pending. In these cases, the delegations either said that they needed more time to express their opinions, requested changes, or were unable to reach consensus solutions.

With regard to this last draft, in particular, time only allowed for the initial general observations, even; the reading of the preambular and operative paragraphs was not even initiated.
In all cases, as regards both the provisionally agreed-upon and pending draft resolutions, the Secretariat provided the member states with the latest version of the texts.
Based on the foregoing it was not feasible to present to CEPCIDI a list of resolutions with consensus reached on all matters, as would have been desirable. I can guarantee, however, that in the circumstances, the Subcommittee did what it could to move forward with its consideration of the texts and present the draft resolutions to CEPCIDI in a condition much closer to approval than they were at first.
I hope that all the texts can move toward consensus in the CEPCIDI meetings. Whatever the case, it will be possible to continue the negotiation of any draft resolutions that remain open in the General Committee, which will convene until June 5 in Cochabamba.
In conclusion, I would like to thank the other delegations for the good will and constructive spirit with which they negotiated the texts, and express my great appreciation to the Secretariat, particularly to Monica Villegas and Danielle Sotomayor, for their dedication and efficiency, since their support was, as ever, critical to the progress of the work.
