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(Document approved at the regular meeting held on January 26, 2010)
I. CRITERIA USED TO PREPARE THE COMPOSITION OF THE CENPES FOR THE YEAR 2010
The following points were taken into account for preparing the composition of the CENPES for the year 2010:
A. Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the CENPES, which states that: 

1. Each CENPE shall consist of no more than seven principal specialists.
2. Each CENPE can have only one specialist of the same nationality.
3. The member states shall ensure that the candidates presented to be members of the CENPES are individuals of recognized competence in their area of specialization.
4. The member states shall also ensure that the candidates they present have no direct ties with the national executing institution of the project they present for evaluation.  However, they may be members of the coordinating institution provided it does not have a direct relation to said projects.
5. In the event a connection to the sort covered under subparagraph 4 of this Article is noted, the provisions of Article 14, subparagraph 4, of these Rules of Procedure shall be applied.
6. Efforts shall be made to ensure that the membership of the CENPES reflects an equitable geographic representation.
B.
Taking into account the observations made by delegations at the 147th Regular Meeting of CEPCIDI, held on Tuesday, November 4, 2008, it was decided to include an uneven number of principal members in those CENPES responsible for evaluating more than six projects. 

C.
In order to renew the composition of the CENPES and to give an opportunity to a greater number of specialists who have not previously participated, an effort was made to include as principal members, candidates that have not been CENPES members for more than two years.  However, in order to ensure equitable geographical representation and given the limited number of candidates available, an exception was made for the following CENPES: Social Development and Creation of Productive Employment; Economic Diversification and Integration, Scientific Development, and Exchange and Transfer of Technology, Trade Liberalization and Market Access, Education, Sustainable Development and the Environment, Culture and Sustainable Development of Tourism.
D.
The selection of the principals took into account whether the candidacies were accompanied by a curriculum vitae.
E.
The composition of each one of the CENPES reflected, as much as it was possible, an equitable geographic representation.
F.
The CENPES budget for the year 2010 is almost identiecal to the one for the previous three years.  As a result, taking into account the experience of past years regarding the costs of the meeting, it was considered that the number of CENPES members whose participation can be covered by said budget should not exceed 31.
G.
The experience from previous years regarding the number of proposals each CENPE had to analyze and the time needed for their members to carry out their work was also taken into account to determine the number of CENPES members in this document.

Note:  The following countries presented candidates:  Argentina (2), Bolivia (1), Brazil (7), Chile (8), Colombia (3), Ecuador (7), El Salvador (8), Guatemala (6), Guyana (1), Jamaica (6), Mexico (1), Paraguay (4), Dominican Republic (1) and Trinidad and Tobago (3).
