Other Observers

Article 16 of the Rules of Procedure of CIE reads as follows: 
Observers may also be sent to CIE meetings by:

1.  The governments of member states of the United Nations or UN specialized agencies having expressed interest in attending, subject to authorization by the CIE Chair.

2.   Regional or sub regional Inter-American governmental entities and agencies that are not organs or agencies of the OAS, subject to authorization by the CIE Chair.

3. Specialized agencies of the United Nations and other international agencies whose participation in such capacity is provided for in current agreements with the pertinent organs of the OAS, or in the absence of such agreements, with the prior authorization of the CIE Chair.

4. The observers referred to in this article may make statements at meetings of the CIE or its subcommittees when invited to do so by the Chair.

5. The General Secretariat shall transmit the communications necessary for the purposes of this article.
