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DRAFT RESOLUTION
CHANGE OF DATE OF THE 

XVII INTER-AMERICAN CONFERENCE OF MINISTERS OF LABOR

(Presented by the delegation of El Salvador)


THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CEPCIDI),

HAVING SEEN resolutions CIDI/RES. 238 (XV-O/10), AG/RES. 2470 (XXXIX-O/09) “Report of the XVI Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor,” and CEPCIDI/RES. 172 (CLXIII-O/10) “Convocation of the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor”;
CONSIDERING:

That, at the Third Summit of the Americas, held in Quebec City, Canada, from April 20 to 22, 2001, the Heads of State and Government reaffirmed the fundamental importance of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML);

That, at the Fourth Summit of the Americas, held in Mar del Plata, Argentina, on November 4 and 5, 2005, the Heads of State and Government acknowledged the important contributions of the ministries of labor to achieving its objectives of creating jobs to fight poverty and strengthen democratic governance and to promoting decent work and social and labor policies that encourage investment and economic growth with equity; and

That, at the Fifth Summit of the Americas, held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, from April 17 to 19, 2009, the Heads of State and Government agreed to promote “continuous training programmes in collaboration with workers’ representatives and the private sector as appropriate, with the goal of generating the necessary technical skills to enable workers to respond to the demands of the labour market,” and in that regard they called upon “the Ministers of Labour, within the context of the OAS Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labour (IACML), in collaboration with their workers’ and employers’ consultative bodies and with the support of the ILO, as appropriate, to endorse, at the 16th IACML to be held in 2009, a work programme that advances these objectives;” and

That it is the responsibility of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to foster regional dialogue to promote the generation of productive employment as one of its priorities;

That the First Working Groups Meeting within the framework of the XVI IACML was held from July 27 to 29, 2010, in the Dominican Republic, to follow up on the Declaration and Plan of Action of Buenos Aires adopted at the XVI IACML;
HAVING SEEN, FURTHERMORE, the note from the Permanent Mission of El Salvador indicating the new date for the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor and submitting the preliminary version of the proposed agenda under the theme “Learning from the Crisis and Working for the Construction of Fairer Conditions at Work,” which are to be considered 
initially at the meetings of the IACML Working Groups scheduled for May 17 and 19, 2011 (CEPCIDI/INF.120/11); and 

BEARING IN MIND Permanent Council resolutions CP/RES. 872 (1459/04) “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS” and CP/RES. 982 (1797/11);
ALSO BEARING IN MIND THAT resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 172 (CLXIII-O/10) “Convocation of the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor” assigned from Chapter 7, Subprogram 72H, of the Organization’s 2011 program-budget an amount of up to US$49,932, in accordance with the guidelines set in resolution CP/RES. 872 (1459/04), for the preparation and holding of a three-day meeting away from headquarters and that it is now proposed that the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor have a duration of two days,

RESOLVES:

1. To postpone the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor in San Salvador in San Salvador, El Salvador, until October 31 and November 1, 2011.

2. To call upon member states to participate therein by sending their highest authorities on labor.
3. To instruct that the amount of US$13,249 be returned to Subprogram 72H (Chapter 7) of the Organization’s 2011 program-budget, so that the maximum assigned for preparing and holding the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor is US$36,683, in accordance with the guidelines set in resolution CP/RES. 872 (1459/04), in force at the time that the convocation for the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor was issued.
4. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support the preparation and organization of the XVII IACML and to report to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on the results thereof.
