Topic 1
Putting jobs at the heart of strategies to create a strong, sustainable and balanced economy

1.1 The importance of linking economic, labor, environmental and social policies in quality job preservation and creation.

1.2 Strengthening the role and resources of the Ministries of Labor as a key tool for decent work:  Labor inspection, professional training, and employment services.

1.3 Promoting respect for labor rights, social dialogue, freedom of association and collective bargaining in economic recovery.

1.4 Moving towards a universal social protection floor.
1.5 Designing policies and promoting measures for the progressive formalization of the informal economy to ensure the effective enforcement of labor rights, and access to safety and social protection.
1.6 Promoting sustainable enterprises.
Topic 2
Advancing the construction of fairer labor conditions

2.1 Strengthening gender mainstreaming in labor and employment policies.

2.2 Formulating policies for preventing and ending: discrimination against women, harassment of women, violence, and the gender wage gap.
2.3 Promoting better distribution of job and family responsibilities among men and women, as well as work-life family balance.

2.4 Promoting necessary reforms to build capacities among youth and increase their opportunities for entering the world of work.

2.5 Formulating policies and creating opportunities for access to decent work by all vulnerable groups: persons with disabilities, Afro-descendent, indigenous populations, persons with HIV-AIDS and migrant workers, among others.

Topic 3
The scourge of child labor: An obstacle to the integral development of societies

3.1 Strengthening initiatives promoted by the Ministries of Labor to eradicate child labor and its worst forms, greater coordination with institutions responsible for regulating and protecting the rights of children and adolescents.

3.2 Promote the participation of workers and employers in efforts to eliminate child labor and eradicate its worst forms in the Hemisphere.
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
