By the same token, it will not be possible for the Ministry of Culture of Brazil to provide support for the CIC/OAS Program of Activities as envisaged in the Protocol of Intent signed by the parties on February 1, 2011. In that regard, we would be most grateful of the comprehension of the representatives of the member states and of the staff of the Secretariat in accepting this notice of irrevocable resignation as Chair of the Committee.
