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Introduction


The aim of this report is to inform the member states of the activities of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and its Technical Secretariat since the Sixth Meeting of Ministers of Education in the Framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), held in Quito, Ecuador, from August 12 to 14, 2009. 

This report focuses specifically on progress made in terms of:  (a) projects and activities addressing the ministerial mandates in the following areas:  teacher education and professionalization, early childhood development and education, education on democratic values and practices, educational indicators, and education and culture; and (b) resource mobilization.

This report was prepared by the Chair and the Technical Secretariat of the CIE, the Office of Education and Culture (OEC) of the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development of the OAS (SEDI).

Background


Established at the Third Meeting of Ministers of Education, held in Mexico City, Mexico, in 2003, the CIE is composed of one representative of each Ministry of Education of the 34 member states of the Organization of American States (OAS). Its main mandate is to follow-up on decisions in the area of education arising from the Meetings of Ministers of Education and the Summits of the Americas process. Another purpose of the CIE is to identify multilateral initiatives and contribute to the execution of OAS programs and policies in the area of education.  The CIE carries out its functions with support from the General Secretariat of the OAS, through the services of its Technical Secretariat, this being among the functions of the Office of Education and Culture. 


The CIE meets in plenary meetings (34 representatives) approximately every two years. The authorities and the Executive Committee of the CIE, composed of three authorities (one chair and two vice chairs), five subregional representatives and five alternates, meet to study the progress of projects under way, examine new priority policy areas and major conclusions of research studies, and prepare specific initiatives that promote multilateral cooperation among the member states of the Hemisphere. At the Sixth Meeting of Ministers of Education, Ecuador was elected Chair of the CIE and Argentina and Trinidad and Tobago were elected Vice Chairs. The Office of Education and Culture of the OAS, in its capacity as Technical Secretariat, provides support to the CIE by promoting dialogue among the member states on educational policies, as well as horizontal cooperation among countries for the exchange of information, experiences, and best practices in the field of education. The Technical Secretariat also executes multilateral projects in key priority areas, and encourages a coordinated approach with international and civil society organizations in connection with their priorities. The activities carried out in the last two years are summarized below in the following sections:  projects and activities, and resource mobilization.

From 2004 to 2011, the work of the CIE was strengthened significantly through the resources available in the “Reserve Subfund for Education” of the OAS (CP/RES. 831), which supported with seed funds projects arising from mandates of the ministerial meetings and the Summits of the Americas.  The US$2 million plus interest awarded by this Fund also assisted in mobilizing, through contributions of external funds and the promotion of partnerships with other entities, an amount in excess of US$7 million (see table at the end of this report).
Projects and activities

Teacher education and professionalization


Research studies show that well-trained teachers are one of the main factors contributing to student learning.  However, in most of the Americas, teacher training levels are uneven and, in many cases, inadequate.  The OAS is continuing to implement the project “Teacher Education for 21st Century Teachers: Concentration in Technology and Collaboration to Enhance the Quality of Education in the Americas,” submitted to the CIE by Trinidad and Tobago in May 2008. Faced with this challenge, the aim of the OAS is to provide a forum for leaders in education at all levels and modalities to promote collaboration and exchange of knowledge, experiences, research, and good practices among its member states.
Listed below are the activities carried out in the period from 2009 to February 2012:

· Design and implementation of online courses for teacher trainers to help teachers integrate information and communication technologies in their teaching practice for training of teachers as generators of values for development and peace-building.  The International Education and Resource Network (iEarn) network, the Cisneros Foundation, the Educational Portal of the Americas of the OAS, and the Evolución Foundation have collaborated with the OAS in imparting five online courses: “Preparing Tomorrow’s Teachers with Web 2.0 Tools and 21st Century Skills”; “Preparing a Global Collaborative Project,” “Technology and collaboration for 21st century schools,” “Teacher training for 21st century educators: an approach based on technology and collaboration to enhance the quality of education in the Americas,” and “Education for Peace and Conflict Resolution.” 
Since August 2009, training has been provided for 369 teacher trainers and teachers, who, through the virtual campuses, participated in online courses, collaborating with their peers of the Americas from Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Bahamas, Belize, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Ecuador, Guatemala, Honduras, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, and Uruguay.

· Based on the results of surveys of online course participants and teachers in training, a document was prepared to profile the Inter-American Teacher Training Network (ITEN). Based on this document and with collaboration from the Department of Information and Technology Services and the Department of Strategic Communication and Image of the OAS, work was done to develop a website on initial teacher training in the region.  The address of the site in Spanish is www.oas.org/es/ried, and the site in English www.oas.org/en/iten. An online platform for the Community is available at https://community.oas.org/iten_ried/default.aspx.  This platform provides a discussion forum for all those interested in teacher professionalization-related matters, including teacher trainers, future teachers, makers of policy for teachers, teachers in service, researchers, etc. 

In its first year of operation, the virtual community’s web page received 28,000 visits. In addition, 16 forums and 10 blogs on current teaching topics were created in English and Spanish.  These were disseminated in the announcements of professional development opportunities and scholarships 

· In addition, the ITEN conducted a series of online seminars (webinars) on teacher education-related matters.  Each webinar has at least one speaker, who is invited to present programs, projects, experiences, and good practices on topics of interest to teachers.  In el 2011, 18 webinars were imparted with specialists on teacher-related matters and participation by 1,800 registered participants from the 34 OAS member states.

Among topics discussed were:

· Challenges and best practices in developing, performing, and following up on teacher evaluations

· Integration of ICT in educational institutions

· Multiculturalism on the education agenda

· Teaching skills for tomorrow’s education:  content and strategies for initial teacher training

· Regional practice standards for teachers of the Caribbean

· Integration of conflict resolution skills/social and emotional learning in the curriculum

· Bullying: an introduction to prevention and intervention

· The ITEN has given presentations at different key international conferences and congresses, among them: the Society for Information Technology and Teacher Education (SITE), in San Diego, California (April 2010);  Ibero-American Congress on Education: Goals 2021, in Buenos Aires (September 2010); International workshop:  Leadership skills for management staff and teachers, organized by the Programa de Promoción de la Reforma Educativa de América Latin y el Caribe [Education Reform Program of Latin America and the Caribbean] (PREAL), in Panama (October 2010); International seminar on effective teacher performance, in Guatemala, organized by PREAL, the Universidad de Valle of Guatemala (October 2010), and the Association of Teacher Educators (ATE), San Antonio, Texas (February 2012). This effort to disseminate the ITEN community has significantly increased its membership, including specialists, who have offered to serve as focus group leaders to disseminate the activities of this online community in their region and share their knowledge through it.  In existence less than a year, it has had 29,155 Facebook visits, 1,854 visits to its YouTube channel, and over 1,820 participants registered for the webinars.

Early childhood development and education

November 2007, adopted the “Hemispheric Commitment to Early Childhood Education” (CIDI/RME/doc.10/07), in which the Ministers agreed to work together to achieve, among others, the following objectives: (i) Develop legal, ethical, and regulatory frameworks and/or financing mechanisms; (ii) Increase quality education coverage; (iii) Establish comprehensive care policies and programs; (iv) Coordinate the protection, nutrition, health, culture, and social welfare sectors; (v)  Strengthen initial preparation and on-going professional development for educators; (vi) Formulate policies and educational, inter-institutional, and inter-sectoral coordination strategies; (vii) Promote mechanisms for evaluating the quality of comprehensive care and early childhood education; and (viii) Encourage communication and dissemination policies.  At that meeting, the Ministers also considered the document “Guidelines for Early Childhood Education Programming” (CIDI/RME/doc. 7/07), which subsequently assisted the CIE in designing and implementing the projects and activities described below.

Lastly, the Declaration of the Sixth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, held in August 2009, reaffirmed the Hemispheric Commitment and gave fresh impetus and visibility to the efforts of the CIE, which prepared, in coordination with the Technical Secretariat of the CIE, a draft “Inter-American Program on Comprehensive Attention to Early Childhood.” 

The Technical Secretariat, as authorized by specific mandates from the member states, is forging partnerships with other international organizations, donor institutions, and civil society, and exercising political leadership, committed to inter-American cooperation to build institutional capacity in the early childhood area.  In that regard, since the Sixth Meeting of Ministers of Education was held, in Quito, Ecuador, in August 2009, the following actions have been carried out in the framework of the above-mentioned mandates:
1. The Project “Policies and Strategies for the Successful Transition of Children from Socialization to School,” was approved by the CIE in the year 2006. It aimed to contribute to strengthening the institutional capacity of national offices of initial and basic education to prepare children for life experiences and success in school. Two priority issues were the focus: the comprehensive care of children from zero to three years, and policies and strategies for a successful transition of the child from socialization and school. This was to be achieved through strengthening the institutional capacity of national offices of initial, preschool and basic education through examining the state of the art as well as understanding the most recent research findings and innovations in policy in the hemisphere, which would allow for training in-service national directors of early infant development and basic education. As part of the final activity in the project framework, the II Inter-American Symposium “Policies and Strategies for a Successful Transition of the Child towards Socialization and School” took place in May 2009 in Santiago and Valparaiso, Chile. 

2. Projects: “Trends in Transition Policies in Rural, Indigenous and Border Communities,” and “The Right to a Good Start.”  This is a project derived from this previous one outlined in which the OAS, with a donation from the Bernard van Leer Foundation of Holland, has supplemented efforts made by the OAS member states to build consensus for the design, improvement, and evaluation of policies and strategies to increase enrolment and quality and equity in early childhood/preschool education and the first two years of basic education (children roughly under the age of eight) in Colombia, Chile, Peru, Venezuela, Brazil, Guatemala, Mexico, and Bolivia. The aim of this project is to build these consensuses through the following mechanisms: (1) research to produce new knowledge and a regional overview in this area; (2) production of communication products in support of awareness and advocacy; (3) convocation of symposia and regional and inter-American meetings to disseminate the results of research, provide training for policymakers and program directors, and strengthen partnerships; (4) create or strengthen networks that promote comprehensive attention to early childhood.  In this period, the following activities were carried out under the project:

a. First International Symposium: “Early and Basic Education for Children of Rural and Indigenous Populations,” which took place in Puebla in January 2010, where the participants highlighted that in order to contribute to the improvement of quality and equity of early education, it would be necessary to work intensely on education activities from the moment that the child is born, with emphasis on the participation of the mother and family.

b. Workshop: “Development of Materials for Teacher Training in Bilingual Intercultural Education and the Leaders of Programs for Early Childhood” realized in Puebla in November 2010, where indigenous community teachers took as input the conclusions and recommendations of the Symposium in order to translate them into didactic materials for working with children at the early and basic education levels. 

c. International Symposium and Workshop on the Design of Innovative Proposals: “Comprehensive Care for Boys and Girls of Zero to Three Years in Amazon and Indigenous Communities,” which took place in Iquitos, Peru in November 2010. This initiative took place in the six countries of the Amazon region (Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru and Venezuela), and in countries with the largest proportions of indigenous populations in the continent (Mexico, Paraguay and Guatemala), from which innovative proposals of comprehensive indigenous early childhood care are currently being constructed.

d. The World Congress “Early Childhood Education: The First Three Years of the Child.”  This activity was held in the city of Puebla, Mexico, in October 2011, and was sponsored by the Government of the State of Puebla.

e. The international meeting on early childhood education and quality comprehensive care from early childhood,” held in Campeche, Mexico, in February 2012. This meeting brought together teachers, legislators and former legislators, delegates of the DIF, CONAFE, and SEP, government and civil society institutions, directors, and specialists in the areas of child development, social development, welfare, and women.  

f. The aim of the meeting "The Right to a Good Start," held in Lima, Peru, in February 2011 (as follow-up to the workshop held in Iquitos, Peru, in November 2010) was to gain awareness of the most recent activities, progress, communication materials, and challenges of the project; analyze the results of work done by technical advisors and exchange information for the structuring of the project’s Work Plan 2011-2012; and identify Amazonian and indigenous early childhood initiatives led by international organizations (other than the OAS) that might join the project.

g. "The Right to a Good Start in Amazonía, 2011 Evaluation and Prospects for 2010," held in Porto Alegre, Brazil, from November 21 to 25, 2011. The meeting outlined commitments that were set forth in a Work Plan with four strategic thematic areas: political impact; good practices and innovations; training of social actors; and evaluation, information, and networks.   In addition, an evaluation was made of the process carried out in project year one, the outputs of the technical consultancies were reviewed and, based on the results and tasks, activities programmed for 2012. 

h. The Meeting “Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) and Early Childhood took place in September, 2010 in Buenos Aires, Argentina with the intention of promoting public-private partnerships and expanding and enhancing attention to early childhood throughout the region. 

i. The Inter-American Meeting on Corporate Social Responsibility and Early Childhood was held in Lima, Peru, in September 2011.  The aim of the meeting was to disseminate the advances made with the decisions taken at the preceding meeting, and to activate different mechanisms for communication, training, and exchange of experiences to disseminate trends, advances, and innovations developed through the implementation of programs and projects on CSR and early childhood.  A second meeting is planned to be held in Colombia, in 2012.

j. “Hemispheric Network of Parliamentarians and Former Parliamentarians for Early Childhood.” The OAS promoted and supported the formation of a hemispheric movement of legislators to benefit early childhood is promoting an advocacy, awareness, and media process in the area of comprehensive attention of quality.  In October 2011, in Puebla, Mexico, federal and local legislators of Mexico, parliamentarians identified with the early childhood movement, and representatives of international organizations gathered to organize and work together for comprehensive attention to early childhood and early childhood education.  Outcomes of this meeting were the formation of the Hemispheric network of parliamentarians and former parliamentarians for early childhood, and the adoption of the statute of the hemispheric network of parliamentarians and former parliamentarians for early childhood. In February 2012, the members of the executive board met in Mexico City, Mexico, to prepare the Work Plan for 2012-2013. 
3. Project: A Quality-Oriented Approach to the Assessment of Education: Monitoring the Commitment to Early Childhood Education. Few countries of the Hemisphere monitor and evaluate their educational policies.  The project highlights the relevant part played by evaluation in improving the quality of education based on a holistic approach that involves all components of the education system to achieve the goals set in strategic plans and to implement international commitments assumed by countries and educational policies.  An aim of project activities is to build capacity by disseminating existing evaluation strategies in the region and other regions and by promoting the implementation of monitoring and evaluation strategies that help improve the quality of attention to early childhood.  The activities carried out in this period were:

a. The Regional Central-American Congress of Belize and the Dominican Republic celebrated the event “Evaluation of Development and Learning of Childhood from 0 to 8 Years” in San Jose, Costa Rica in June 2009. It was the first event of its kind in the region, and served to create the basis for a process of establishing indicators for the development and learning experience of boys and girls from birth to eight years.

b. II MERCOSUR Forum: “Evaluation of Comprehensive Development and Quality in Early Childhood Care Policies.” This forum took place in Asuncion, Paraguay in December 2009 to analyze the evaluation of early childhood development as part of the plans and policies of early childhood care. 

c. The Meeting “Andean Countries on Early Childhood Development and Evaluating Quality”, carried out in May 2010 in Medellin, Colombia, in order to contribute to the strengthening of the capacity of Ministers of Education, Health, Social Development, specialized institutions and civil society working in early childhood care.
d. The Hemispheric Meeting on Early Childhood Evaluation was held from August 29 to September 2, 2011, in Asunción, Paraguay.  The OAS, in coordination with the Government of Paraguay, convened a meeting of national directors of early childhood and preschool education of all its member states, international organizations, civil society organizations, and companies to discuss and make available tools to support monitoring and evaluation processes.  Indicators, learning standards, and relevant instruments were studied to analyze policies, programs, and services that facilitate decisions taken with a view to ensuring comprehensive attention to early childhood of quality. 
e. Preparation was completed of the “state of the art of systems to evaluate, monitor, and follow up on early childhood programs, policies and services,” reviewing instruments, indicators, lessons learned, and challenges in the OAS member states. Additionally, a report was prepared that reviews the contribution of the OAS to early childhood policies, programs, and initiatives in the member states over the last 20 years.  Both documents are now under review for publication in 2011.

4. Project “Expanding the Hemispheric Commitment to Early Childhood Education through Technology and Communication Networks.”  This project led to the creation of the Early Childhood Portal (still under construction) and the OAS Early Childhood Project website. In the context of completion of this project, experts or those with responsibility for dissemination of education in the region were brought together to participate in an International meeting of education communicators to promote early childhood, held in May 2011, in the city of Morelia, Michoacán, Mexico, to generate commitments and dynamic use of the early childhood portal to ensure its sustainability.  

5. Online course on strategies for attention to early childhood, prepared in coordination with and imparted through the Virtual Campus of the Department for Effective Public Management of the Secretariat for Political Affairs of the OAS. The pilot version of the course was imparted from September to November 2011. Its aim was to support professionals working in the education area in designing, enriching, and evaluating investment and transition policies to benefit children from birth to age three.  They are currently contemplating offering this course again in 2012. 
6. Project “Improving Early Infant Education in the Caribbean through Cooperation with Chile.” In follow-up to the visit of national directors of initial education of 13 Caribbean countries in May 2009 to see experiences taking place in schools throughout Chile, this Meeting took place in Trinidad and Tobago in January 2010. Funds were provided from the Chilean Government to conclude the technical cooperation project with governments of Caribbean countries. 
Educational indicators

The Regional Education Indicators Project (PRIE) was a technical cooperation effort between the OAS, UNESCO (Regional Office for Education and the Institute of Statistics), and two member states – from 2000 to 2003, the Ministry of Education of Chile, and from 2003 to 2010, the Secretariat of Public Education (SEP) of Mexico. The project received financing from the OAS (CIE), SEP, and USAID. 

The main objectives of the PRIE were to prepare and publish a series of indicators to measure progress made in the OAS member states towards achieving the education objectives of the Summits of the Americas and to provide technical assistance to the member states to build their capacity to compile, analyze, and utilize reliable data in the decision-making process.  As a result of the targets monitoring, three volumes of “Educational Panorama” were published, in 2004, 2007, and 2011. The third and final publication, “Educational Panorama 2010,” reports major advances by the countries participating in the Summit of the Americas in access to primary and secondary education, although access is uneven among the different social groups and the targets proposed by the Summit have not yet been met. 

The publications include demographic and economic data, and information on the social context of the 34 OAS member states as regards access, completion rates at the different educational levels, and educational achievement.  Since increasing importance is being attached by ministers and heads of state of the OAS member states to the subject of early childhood education, the final study also includes statistics and analysis on early childhood care and education. 

Following the evaluation meeting held by the executive committee of the PRIE, in Washington, D.C., in June 2010, and with the final publication of indicators, a phase of the PRIE is now closed after ten years of learning and collaboration among governments and international organizations.  Colombia has offered to assume responsibility for continuation of the project.  Thus far, the financial resources needed to continue the project have not been identified.
Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices

The initial aim of the Program was to develop and strengthen a democratic culture in the Americas through formal and nonformal education.  It was officially adopted in the framework of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI, held in Scarborough, Trinidad and Tobago, in August 2005. To contribute to and support member state efforts to implement the above-mentioned commitments, the Inter-American Program has focused on three work areas: (1) cooperation and information exchange; (2) research and analysis; and (3) professional development and educational resources.  The results achieved in the period covered by this report are set out below.

a. Professional development and educational resources. To build capacities among public officials, teachers, and teacher trainers in developing innovative educational strategies and methodologies to create within schools opportunities for students to learn and live democracy, the Inter-American Program has created the “Hemispheric Course for Teachers:  The Inter-American Democratic Charter and the Teaching of Democratic Values and Practices”
 and “Education for Democratic Citizenship in the Caribbean:  An On-Line Course for Educators.”
  Under the Program training has been provided for 1,000 teachers of Latin America and the Caribbean, providing them with tools to make their classrooms a space for democracy. Training has also been provided for 34 public officials of 22 member states on evaluation of policies and programs on education for citizenship through the “Hemispheric Course on Evaluation of Policies and Programs in Citizenship Education.
”Since 2011, in coordination with the Educational Portal of the Americas, the above-mentioned courses were evaluated in order to update them and make them available them through its platform to improve their geographic coverage and expand access to professional development opportunities in this area.  In the period May to October 2012, the updated editions of the courses will be imparted. To support their dissemination and attract participants, the following actions have been carried out:

-Creation of an online library for democracy in the classroom.
  The aim of this effort is to build capacities of teachers and teacher trainers of the Caribbean, in all subject areas, to create classrooms for democracy.  In addition to support resources for teachers, such as academic articles, videos, podcasts on topics such as democracy, democratic citizenship, and education for democracy, the library contains sample lessons selected to show how to incorporate democratic principles and values in the classroom.  This library is expected to serve both teachers who have participated and those who will participate in the editions of the course “Education for Democratic Citizenship in the Caribbean:  An On-Line Course for Educators,” as well as other teachers and teacher trainers in the region.  To that end, the library had been uploaded to the ITEN Network’s platform.
- Six webinars (online seminars, in English and Spanish) in collaboration with the ITEN network, for teachers, teacher trainers, and policy-makers on the following subjects: Education for peace, Presentation of the online library for democracy in the classroom, and Presentation of the Horizontal Cooperation Fund for Technical Assistance Missions.
-National Seminar on Education For Democratic Values and Practice. To mark the tenth anniversary of the adoption of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Panama and the Office of Education and Culture of the OAS organized this event, held in Panama City, on September 15 and 16, 2011, to create a forum for intersectoral dialogue.  Its aim is to promote the preparation of recommendations for the Ministry of Education of Panama in order to strengthen policies, programs, and initiatives on citizenship education to promote active, committed and responsible political participation at the local level by children and youth.

b.
Research and analysis. With the aim of producing knowledge to promote informed political dialogue, and to promote research and academic discussion in the area of citizenship education, the following documents were published and disseminated: 

· Two copies of the Inter-American Journal of Education for Democracy; 
· First document in the series of policy briefs on education and democracy on the subject “Violence prevention through early childhood interventions”;

· The “Field Kit:  Toward a Culture of Non-Violence” (See the “Education and Culture” section below);  Toward a culture of non-violence: The role of art and culture
· 3 editions of the electronic bulletin: Education for migrant children and youth, Economic and Financial Education, and “Gender and Citizen Education:  How to Promote Greater Equity Amongst Women and Men participating in Public Decision Processes?” 
Owing to its experience in the content production area and its strategic partnership with the Regional System for the Evaluation and Development of Citizenship Competencies (SREDECC)–a project financed by the IDB and coordinated by CERLALC—for the organization of the Regional forum on citizenship skills (Guayaquil, Ecuador, October 2010), the transparency and anti-corruption area of the IDB invited the Office of Education and Culture (OEC) to participate in the preparation of a document analyzing attitudes and values of the students surveyed in that study that may predict their corruption-related attitudes and behavior. 

As a result of the interaction between these two institutions, the IDB and the OEC are planning to develop an online course whose objective will be to provide secondary school teachers with conceptual knowledge and innovative teaching strategies enabling them to make students aware that corruption negatively impacts development in their countries, and to provide them with tools for active and responsible participation in promoting transparency, integrity, and lawfulness.  As a first phase of this course, a content validation phase the latter half of 2012 will be implemented, with participation by the Educational Portal of the Americas.

c.
Cooperation and exchange. To promote horizontal cooperation as a mechanism contributing to the exchange of best practices among different types of member state institutions and to build their capacities to promote the impact of initiatives under way in the citizenship education area, in August 2011, an open invitation was issued for participation in the second edition of the Horizontal Cooperation Fund for Technical Assistance Missions. For the second edition, 41 proposals were submitted by 118 institutions of 20 member states.  Among proposals submitted were selected, through a competitive process, 10 technical assistance missions, which were awarded funding to cover travel, accommodation, and interpretation costs (if necessary) of those designated by successful institutions to provide or receive technical assistance.  The areas where the participating institutions will provide assistance are: Right of indigenous peoples to education, migrants and gender; Education for peace; social and political participation by youth of Bolivia and Argentina; Use of communications media to promote youth social participation; Developing a democratic political culture among future university professionals and primary and secondary students; Human rights education; Environmental education and raising citizen awareness of water issues; Education for conflict resolution; Political and electoral participation by native communities and indigenous peoples in Peru; Education strategy for peace and conflict resolution for school suspension programs.

In recognition of its contributions to generating knowledge in this area and building capacities in the Region, the Inter-American Program was invited to join the global network of experts on citizen education of the Council for a Community of Democracies and the International Contact Group on Citizenship Education and Human Rights of the Council of Europe. It was also invited to participate in different specialized events.  The Inter-American program received requests from:  (i) universities to promote research on citizen education by young students and graduates; and (ii) civil society organizations and universities to promote research on different subjects.

The Education of Migrant Children and Youth project, executed in May 2011, a closing workshop with participation by officials and specialists of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Costa Rica, and Mexico, and a representative of the International Organization for Migration. In addition, the report "Educación de niños, niñas and jóvenes inmigrantes en las Américas: Situación actual y desafíos" (only available in Spanish and Portuguese) was published.  It should be noted that the activities included in this project, which began in 2008, were possible through a contribution from CIDA, and that it is part of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion of the Human Rights of Migrants of the OAS.

Challenges faced by the Inter-American Program 2012: Six years from its implementation, the Inter-American Program has achieved a high level of quality in terms of processes for implementing the activities and their corresponding outputs.  However, how to increase the impact of these activities in the medium and long-term remains a crucial question.  Therefore, in 2011, a review of objectives and activities was launched to identify possible improvements that could be made in its implementation, dissemination, and evaluation.  Resulting from this effort was a report that will be shared with all OAS member states in the first half of 2012.

f. 
Armando Paz Project: Building a culture of peace with youth in Central America through the arts, media, and social dialogue.  This initiative is executed jointly by three areas of the Organization of American States (OAS):  the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, the OEC, and the Trust for the Americas, in El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Panama, and Nicaragua. It is funded by the USAID as part of the Central American Regional Security Initiative (CARSI). The project has two objectives:  developing and implementing a comprehensive awareness campaign by and for youth, designed to prevent crime, drug abuse, and gang violence in the region; and strengthening networks of youth leaders in their communities and organizations working with youth at the regional level to improve coordination of their activities, collaboration for strategic planning, and exchange of best practices.

In implementation of these objectives, the following activities were carried out in the period 2010-2011:
· First round of National Youth Forums (September 2010) in El Salvador, Guatemala, Nicaragua, and Panama. In December, it was held in Honduras.

· Pacific Challenge competition (May 2011): Small amounts (up to $5,000) were awarded to individual projects of youth who had participated in the national forums (see above). 

· First regional forum of “Armando Paz” (Guatemala, July 2011): In collaboration with the Ministry of Education and Culture, the National Youth Council of Guatemala, and the Central American Education and Cultural Coordination unit (CECC/SICA), different societal and business sectors of El Salvador, Guatemala, Nicaragua, Panama, Costa Rica, Honduras, and Dominican Republic were brought together to reflect and propose, together with the guest youth, specific and innovative actions lines to prevent violence through youth empowerment at the local level.

· Workshops to build capacities in the area of media use and the media among civil society organizations of the countries involved. 

· Small donations competition (second half of 2011): Funding was awarded (up to $10,000) to civil society organizations of El Salvador, Guatemala, Nicaragua, and Panama for the execution of two projects per country that replicate knowledge gained during the workshops provided.  The competition was launched in Honduras January 2012.

· The report “Línea de Base  y Análisis Situacional para el Proyecto Armando Paz” was prepared (only available in Spanish) 

Next activities: In March 2012, implementation will begin the second round of national youth forums in each country participating in the project, culminating in a regional forum to be held around July 2012.

Education and culture

The Ministries of Education and Culture of the member states in various documents have acknowledged the importance of greater collaboration between the two areas in designing and implementing joint initiatives. (Declaration of Quito, “Better Opportunities for the Youth of the Americas:  Rethinking Secondary Education” (Sixth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, August 2009),  “Guidance to the Inter-American Committee on Culture Concerning Priority Activities in 2009-2010” (Fourth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities, Bridgetown, Barbados. November, 2008) and 2011: Inter-American Year of Culture (AG/RES. 2468 (XXXIX-O/09), thirty-ninth regular session of the OAS General Assembly, San Pedro Sula, Honduras, June 2 to 4, 2009). 
As specific follow-up to the intent to collaborate expressed by the Ministers of Education and Culture, the Inter-American Committee on Culture and the Inter-American Committee on Education decided to join efforts to carry out the following activities in 2009 and 2010: an online forum, which was made available through the Educational Portal of the Americas from January to June 2010, and the holding of the Inter-American workshop, from June 16 to 18, 2010, in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.  

In 2011, preparation began of a portfolio of promising experiences of policies, programs, and initiatives on the role of arts and the media in education for a democratic citizenship, whose objective is to strengthen opportunity creation processes for both the exchange of information and experiences and horizontal cooperation at the regional level. Accordingly, an open invitation was issued in October 2011 for proposals of experiences of policies, programs, and initiatives in this area.  A selection of proposals presented will be incorporated into the text of the portfolio, which will also contain a description and analysis of trends, opportunities, and challenges at the regional and subregional levels in connection with those policies, programs, and initiatives being implemented in this area in the OAS member states.  Publication of the Portfolio is expected in May 2012.

It should be noted that the above-mentioned activities have been underscored in the framework of other relevant initiatives being carried out in the culture area in the framework of the Inter-American Year of Culture.  These are described briefly below. 

In the framework of the project “Culture in Development:  An Inter-American Information Network,” a first round of technical horizontal cooperation missions was conducted among the member states, with support from the OAS.  Ten missions were conducted, with participation by 18 public and private institutions of 12 member states, notable among them two initiatives in the area of education and culture.  The first was implemented between the Ministry of Culture and Youth of Costa Rica and the Corporación Cultural Ámbar of Colombia to identify mechanisms, instruments, methodologies, and other tools to promote the creation and consolidation of art and cultural education.  The second was conducted between the Museum of the Caribbean and National Parks Unit, Caribbean Territorial Office of Colombia, and the Eduardo León Jimenes Cultural Center of the Dominican Republic.  Its objective was to contribute conceptual elements and practices for the development of strategies to extend the work of the Museum to urban and regional areas, generating processes of ownership and appreciation of cultural and natural heritage and sustained incorporation of the natural and cultural processes of the area in the exhibition and extension activities of the museums; and to contribute elements to the natural protected areas of the Colombian Caribbean region to strengthen their educational strategies through partnerships with museums and cultural centers. 

Additionally, as an output of the same project, the compendium “Culture, Common Denominator for Development:  18 Successful Practices” was launched as a forum where the 34 OAS member states can share and gain awareness of cultural initiatives that have had impact in areas such as reducing indices of violence, poverty, and school abandonment, and promoting more prosperous and egalitarian societies of greater opportunity.  Those selected are cultural experiences of 18 countries being carried out in different areas of public, private, and civic life, among which may be cited: the ¨Artistic-cultural workshops for tradition-bearers,” in Costa Rica, which connects new generations with elements of their intangible heritage through programs implemented in education centers; the art and culture for youth development program, in Saint Lucia, which provides—through different subprograms, such as training on theatre arts, annual festivals in educational institutions, and others, opportunities to promote creativity among youth and incorporate them in work in cultural and entertainment industries; ¨Amate paper: an ancestral legacy,¨ in Chile, a project for the revival of heritage and innovation through education on ancestral techniques for children and young people; “Studio C,” a program for creative youth for their incorporation in the audiovisual industry audiovisual supported by new technologies; the National Youth Orchestra System” of Venezuela, which, since 1975, has achieved child and youth educational, occupational, and ethical recovery through instruction and group musical practice; and the “Culture, Art, Education, and Citizenship” program, in Brazil, designed for excluded communities and vulnerable groups, affording them access to the use of cultural goods and the production and dissemination of arts and cultural heritage. The publication is available in Spanish and English in the printed and the electronic versions, as well as in French in the electronic version.  It can also be accesses through the web page of the OAS or through the portal www.desarrolloycultura.net . The aim is for this first publication to become a database of successful practices, a tool for ongoing feedback for exchange and to benefit member states, and to provide feedback for synergies between the cultural and other sectors. Field kit: ¨Toward a culture of non-violence: The role of art and culture.¨ The Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) of the Organization of American States has created a practical field kit that includes four innovative experiences of programs in the Americas demonstrating the important role of art and culture as an element in strategies to reduce violence and promote social inclusion.  The kit contains a video and brochure for use as support by presenters, audiences, and educators. The programs included are the “Remix Project” (Canada), “The Transformation of Medellin” (Colombia), “Art as an Expression of Struggle” (Guatemala), and “Caribbean Vizion” (Caribbean countries). See video / See brochure
Youth orchestras
The Orchestra Program in the Caribbean of the OAS (OASIS) is geared towards the reduction of risk factors that result in violent behavior among youth. The program, which began in 2009, and now has three centers—in Haiti, Jamaica, and Saint Lucia, redirects youth’s spare time, taking advantage of their talents and strengths, to a systematic daily activity of orchestral and choral training. The program is sponsored by FEMCIDI and partner organization of the three participating countries.
Preliminary analyses of impact suggest that OASIS makes the following contributions:
· Reducing anger among youth (53% in Jamaica, 33% in Haiti) 

· Reducing aggressive behavior (79% en Jamaica, 73% in Haiti) 

· Improved social environment so that youth seek healthier relationships (77% in Jamaica, 35% in Haiti) 

· Higher educational aspirations (19% in Jamaica, 8% in Haiti) 

Moreover, outcomes of group sessions suggest that the program also provides youth with greater confidence and motivation, better social skills (cooperation, team work, communication, etiquette, respect for authority), and better scholastic skills (better concentration, higher grades, more effective time management), as well as access to a community support network.

Other cooperation mechanisms in the education area in the OAS framework

FEMCIDI 

The proposed 2009 programming of partnership for development activities of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) proposed the funding of seventy-eight (78) projects, 19 of them in the area of education. Their subject areas included programs to promote reading and literacy, teacher professionalization, early childhood development.  There were also projects to promote access to education by vulnerable populations, youth participation, violence prevention, and promotion of a democratic culture.  An allocation of US$1,397,605 was made for projects in the education area.  

In 2010, as a member state initiative, a process began to reform and strengthen the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI), reflected in resolution CEPCIDI/RES.175/10 (CLXIV-O/10). One of the primary objectives of the strengthening of the Fund is to ensure a direct link between the priorities set by the policy-making bodies at the highest level in the member states and cooperation activities and to hold a meeting of donors and other potential partners following the guidelines established by the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD).

To implement the proposed structure for the Fund, by resolution CEPCIDI/RES.175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), the member states decided to suspend future FEMCIDI programming under the current modality and to establish a transition period following the programming schematic flowchart (CEPCIDI/doc.963/10), which details the steps to be taken, starting with the definition of the key themes of partnership with the framework of FEMCIDI.  In the case of education, the following themes were selected (1) early childhood education; and (2) secondary education, which will focus primarily, but not exclusively, on teacher training CEPCIDI/RES. 180 (CLXVII-O/11).

For the new 2010 programming cycle, US$1.5 million has been allocated.  Following analysis of project profiles, at the fourth plenary session of a special meeting of the CIE, held on December 14, 2011, it was decided that the project profiles listed below would continue to the next FEMCIDI phase:
· Under the early childhood education theme, the selected projects were “Intercultural training for comprehensive early childhood care for indigenous populations in Amazonia,” proposed by Colombia, and “Training for preschool teachers on classroom implementation of child art workshops,” proposed by Panama, in which elements and actions will be incorporated of the project submitted by El Salvador (“Integrated intersectoral management strategy to enhance the quality of comprehensive early childhood education and development”).

· Under the secondary education theme, the selected projects were “MERCOSUR Youth Parliament,” submitted by Argentina, and “Preparation of students for 21st century work in the Eastern Caribbean,” submitted by Grenada, in which elements and actions will be incorporated of the project profile submitted by Saint Kitts and Nevis “Integration of ICT in secondary education”).

Other opportunities and projects in the area of education

The Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture (DHDEC), housed in the Office of Education and Culture (OEC), handles a wide array of inter-American programs, projects, and networks designed to improve the quality of education in educational institutions in the region and to expand access to education at all levels in the region.  They involve multidimensional collaboration from governmental and private educational entities in all member states, complemented with sound long-term cooperative ties with influential international organizations, including UNESCO, UNICEF, PARLATINO, OEI, and the World Bank; the main civil society organizations and NGOs, including the International Education and Resource Network (iEARN), Virtual Educa, and the Bernard Van Leer Foundation; and over leading 100 educational institutions. The DDHEC has also achieved new partnerships outside the Hemisphere with more distant countries, such as Qatar, Thailand, China, and Israel, which have tremendous potential to improve the quality of and access to education for the region, while positioning the Organization to continue developing such potential for the benefit of the member states.

Among programs, projects, and networks for individual capacity-building, mention should be made of the following:

· The Academic Scholarship Program grants scholarships every year for the pursuit of Master’s Degrees, Doctoral Degrees and Research leading to a degree. The Program was established in 1958, and is one of the best known and successful programs of the OAS; 120 scholarships were awarded in the period 2011-2012.  
· The Professional Development Scholarships Program (PDSP), created in 1962, each year awards hundreds of scholarships to students to complete short and medium-duration intensive non-academic and training courses offered by partner institutions throughout the world (412 scholarships were awarded in February this year);
· The Educational Portal of the Americas (EPA), launched in 2001, carries out high-quality, low-cost online training programs, imparted through the EPA virtual classroom. 
In addition to these programs the OAS, through its Partnerships Program for Education and Training (PAEC), offers other scholarship opportunities for professional development with the support of its partner institutions in the Americas and around the world.  Virtual Educa, a multilateral initiative for executing innovative projects in the areas of education and professional human development training; the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund, a program providing education loans, assists in financing studies or research in the United States by individuals from Latin American and Caribbean countries;  OAS member states providing no-interest loans of up to US$15,000. Additionally, the DHDEC launched an easily accessible web page for consultation, applications, and registration of those interested in scholarships and, in 2010, launched a network of OAS scholarship recipients that now has 900 members who provide support to the Department in promoting and disseminating the scholarships offered.  Lastly, in January 2012, the DHDEC receiver over 130 university students of the United States who participated in the Tenth International Conference on Education???, in Washington, who received information on OAS programs, such as the scholarships and loans programs, internship programs, the Model General Assembly program, and the Young Americas Business Trust programs.
Resource mobilization 
At the Third Meeting of Ministers of Education, the Ministers adopted resolution CIDI/RME/RES.9 (III-O/03), allocating US$2,000,000 of resolution CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) education funds to future activities to respond to summit and ministerial mandates. The CIE delegated to its authorities the authority to decide upon initiatives funded through this mechanism. At its third regular meeting, in October 2006, the CIE, considering that these resources will not be replaced, adopted specific criteria to guide decisions regarding the selection of proposals for CIE funding (CIDI/CIE/doc.7/06 rev. 1).  These criteria were:  
· Responds to mandates emanating from the Summits of the Americas and thematic priority areas defined by the ministers of education; and, whenever possible, complements Summit and/or ministerial hemispheric projects already in execution;
· Pertains to those topics within the education sector for which the OAS has recognized competence and, when appropriate, draws support from other OAS cooperation mechanisms, in particular, the fellowship and training mechanisms;

· Is multinational and/or hemispheric in scope, although it may contain subregional components;

· Requests funding for less than 40% of the total project cost; and demonstrates confirmed counterpart support from other sources;

· Demonstrates endorsement from and confirmed participation of ministries of education of the CIE member states and is endorsed and presented by a CIE member;

· Encourages policy dialogue and horizontal cooperation among its members in the field of education;

· Demonstrates adequate technical quality and policy relevance as evidenced by a successful evaluation according to the CIE Project Evaluation Matrix and approval of the Project Evaluation Committee of the OAS General Secretariat.

Since 2005, the CIE and its Technical Secretariat have been actively seeking to mobilize additional resources to support the various initiatives of the CIE. The following table presents information on the allocations made to specific CIE initiatives between 2005 and 2011. It also includes counterpart resources secured by the CIE, the OEC, and partners. During the 2005-2011 period, the CIE allocated US$2,269,112.00 from the reserve subfund for specific education projects in priority areas. It is calculated that counterpart resources guaranteed by the CIE and the OEC totaled about US$6,098,958.08, for a total of US$8,368,070.08. Significant in-kind resources in the form of staff time were contributed by the Technical Secretariat and, in some cases, by other entities; but in general these are not reflected in the following chart. It is important to mention that the depletion of the resources provided by CP/RES. 831 (1342/02) implies that greater efforts to mobilize external and counterpart resources will be required.
