THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (FEMCIDI):  ESTABLISHMENT OF A TRANSITION PERIOD AIMED AT PUTTING INTO PRACTICE 

THE PROPOSED STRUCTURE FOR FEMCIDI

THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN:

REITERATING the importance of strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and its organs, as well as political dialogue and technical cooperation mechanisms, with a view to enhancing their efficiency and effectiveness; 

ALSO REITERATING that partnership for development embraces all member states, regardless of their levels of development, which also means that limited OAS resources will be effectively targeted at the most pressing needs of the member states, especially those with lower index of human development and with smaller and more vulnerable economies;  

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That a process of reflection and consultation is taking place within the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on mechanisms for policy dialogue in the framework of CIDI and on the present structure of partnership for development, exploring numerous opportunities with a view to strengthening it; 
That, in that context, CEPCIDI established a working group charged with “consider[ing] various alternatives to strengthen CIDI and its organs and to improve their operations”; 
That the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD) took note of the “Proposed new structure and operating method of FEMCIDI” (AICD/JD/doc.123/10) and requested the Secretariat also to present it to the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI for forwarding to all member states for their information and, if they so deem advisable, to be taken as a starting point for their deliberations (AICD/JD/DE-80/10 corr. 1); 

That CEPCIDI during its CLXII regular meeting held August 10, 2010 reviewed the current 2010 FEMCIDI programming, obligation and execution calendar (Article 17 of the FEMCIDI Statutes) and decided to extend the deadline to announce pledges to the Fund and reiterated the dateline to pay contributions, both until October 31, 2010.  Likewise, CEPCIDI decided not to set at that time any new date for submission of Project profiles, which was originally set for July 31, and to wait for the progress report to be made by the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI before October 31(CEPCIDI/doc.951/10);  

That the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI has been working since 2008 has made progress on its analysis as set forth in its Work Plan (CEPCIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.20/10 rev. 1 corr. 1), and decided to give priority to the strengthening of FEMCIDI within its consideration of the different cooperation mechanisms, traditional and new ones, to be promoted within the OAS framework; 

That the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI has been considering a Programming schematic flow chart in the framework of the proposed structure and functioning of FEMCIDI as well as a transition period aimed at putting into practice this proposal, and reported to CEPCIDI on its progress; and 

That CEPCIDI during its CLXIII regular meeting held October 25, 2010 received the report of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI in which has recommended the establishment of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure of FEMCIDI, 
RESOLVES:

1. To acknowledge the progress of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, established by the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI), in particular the advances to strengthen the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI).  

2. Suspend future programming of FEMCIDI under the current modality and to take note of the recommendation to establish a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI included in the schematic flowchart (CEPCIDI/doc. 963/10).  

3. To request the specialized and/or sectoral ministerial CIDI meetings and/or the Inter-American Committees of Education, Culture and Science and Technology, and others that would be prepared to, upon receipt of the report of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, consider carrying out the implementation of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure of FEMCIDI.  
4. To ask the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) to establish among its priorities the definition of guidelines, mechanisms and strategies for the mobilization of additional resources and contributions and to instruct the General Secretariat as appropriate, and to accompany the transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI. 

5. To invite the specialized and/or sectoral Ministerial CIDI meetings and/or the Inter-American Committees of Education, Culture, and Science and Technology, and others Committees that would be prepared to, the Management Board of the AICD, and the National Liaison Offices (ONES), to participate in the transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI and, to present their observations and/or recommendations through their Permanent Missions for the consideration of  the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI.  

6. To instruct the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI)  to compile into one document all of the received observations and recommendations, and to present it to the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, no later than September 30, 2011, to facilitate and promote the evaluation of the transition period.

7. To urge the Member States, in the framework of their FEMCIDI 2010 contributions, to assign the necessary resources for the implementation of the transition period indicated in operative paragraph 3 of this resolution, which will execute projects to be approved by the Management Board and implemented within a programmatic scheme of three years. 

8. To instruct SEDI and the Secretariat for External Relations, through their respective channels, to support the implementation of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure of FEMCIDI.  To also instruct SEDI to, no later than December 15, 2010, present a feasibility study including options and estimated costs to allow the accelerated adoption of the proposed structure by the sectoral areas that are not considered during the first stage of the transition period.  
9. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, the Secretariat for External Affairs, and other pertinent areas, include/integrate in its efforts to mobilize and raise external funds, the FEMCIDI portfolio of projects and programs, and other associated cooperation activities.  

10. To instruct the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI to follow-up on the implementation of this transition period and to continue working on the strengthening of CIDI and present periodic reports to CEPCIDI. 
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
