CONVOCATION OF THE SECOND SPECIAL MEETING OF THE 

INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON CULTURE

THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN:


Resolutions CIDI/RES. 219 (XIV-O/09) and AG/RES. 2473 (XXXIX-O/09), “Report of the Fourth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI,” and AG/RES. 2468 (XXXIX-O/09), “2011:  Inter-American Year of Culture;”
Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 164 (CLV-O/10), “Convocation of the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI”; and CEPCIDI/RES. 174/10 (CLXIII-O/10), “Change of Date for the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI”;

Resolutions CIDI/RES. 234 (XV-O/10) and AG/RES. 2570 (XL-O/10) “Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI;” and

Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175 (CLXIV-O/10) “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI):  Establishment of a Transition Period aimed at Putting into Practice the Proposed Structure for FEMCIDI”;

CONSIDERING:

That it is the responsibility of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to foster regional dialogue and cooperation activities conducive to integral and sustainable development in the area of culture; and

BEARING IN MIND:

That 2011 has been declared by the Organization of American States as the Inter-American Year of Culture and that CEPCIDI has installed a working group for its preparation, which has been working in coordination with the officers of the Inter-American Committee on Culture;

That the Fourth Regular Meeting of the American Committee on Culture (CIC) was held in November 2009 to follow up on and implement the agreements of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture and begin preparations for the Fifth Meeting, scheduled to be held from March 17 to 18, 2011 in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, and for the Inter-American Year of Culture;

The importance of continuing with preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI, scheduled to be held from March 17 to 18, 2011 in Río de Janeiro, Brazil, and for the Inter-American Year of Culture; and

BEARING IN MIND FURTHER that, through resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI):  Establishment of a Transition Period aimed at Putting into Practice the Proposed Structure for FEMCIDI,” CEPCIDI “requests the Inter-American Committees of education and culture and others that could be interested, upon receiving the report of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, to consider carrying out the implementation of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for the functioning of FEMCIDI.”

RESOLVES:

1. To recognize the particular importance of holding the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI this year, in view of the fact that 2011 has been declared by the Organization of American States as the Inter-American Year of Culture.   
2. To convene the Second Special Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) for December 6-7, 2010 at the headquarters of the Organization of American States in Washington, D.C.

3. To request the CIC, within the framework of this Second Meeting, upon receiving the report of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, to consider carrying out the implementation of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI; and to provide for the Second Special Meeting of the CIC be conducted in two languages and be financed with external funds.

4. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture and to report periodically to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on that process.
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
