CHANGE OF DATE FOR THE FIFTH INTER-AMERICAN MEETING 

OF MINISTERS AND HIGHEST APPROPRIATE AUTHORITIES 

OF CULTURE WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF CIDI

(Agreed at the meeting held September 12, 2011)

THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN:


Resolutions CIDI/RES. 219 (XIV-O/09) and AG/RES. 2473 (XXXIX-O/09) “Report of the Fourth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI,” AG/RES. 2468 (XXXIX-O/09) “2011:  Inter-American Year of Culture;”
Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 164 (CLV-O/10), “Convocation of the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI,” CEPCIDI/RES.174/10 (CLXIII-O/10), CEPCIDI/RES. 177 (CLXVI-O/11), and CEPCIDI/RES. 183 (CXXX-O/11) “Change of Date for the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI”; and

Resolutions CIDI/RES. 234 (XV-O/10) and AG/RES. 2570 (XL-O/10) “Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI;”

CONSIDERING that it is the responsibility of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to foster regional dialogue and cooperation activities conducive to integral and sustainable development in the area of culture; and

BEARING IN MIND:

That 2011 has been declared by the Organization of American States as the Inter-American Year of Culture; and 
That the Second Special Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) was held from December 6 to 7, 2010 to embark on the preparatory process for the Fifth Ministerial Meeting and to continue preparations for the Inter-American Year of Culture;

HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Brazil (CEPCIDI/INF.130/11), stating that Brazil will not be able to host the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI, that was to have been held in Río de Janeiro in July, 2011; and
BEARING IN MIND that the member states and the authorities of the CIC consider it important to hold the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI in 2011, so that it coincides with the Inter-American Year of Culture celebrations; and
BEARING IN MIND, FURTHERMORE, Permanent Council resolutions CP/RES. 982 (1797/11) and CP/RES. 872 (1459/04), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,”

RESOLVES:


1. To take note of the impossibility of the Government of Brazil hosting the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI and to convene that meeting to be held at the headquarters of the Organization of American States on November 9 and 10, 2011. 
2. To recognize the particular importance of holding the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI this year, in view of the fact that 2011 has been declared by the Organization of American States as the Inter-American Year of Culture.
3. To establish a Working Group of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development to resume preparatory work for the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI and to elect Mr. Jorge Eduardo Contreras, Alternate Representative of Guatemala, as its Chair.

4. To adjust the resources allocated through resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 174/10 (CLXIII-O/10) for the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI to no more than US$29,158, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11) for preparing for and holding the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI.
5. To call upon member states to participate in the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture within the Framework of CIDI by sending their highest-level culture authorities and to continue conducting activities marking the Inter-American Year of Culture.
6. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support preparations for, and follow-up to, the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and Highest Appropriate Authorities of Culture and to report periodically to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on that process.
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
